History of HELP 

HELP is a non-governmental Development organization was formed by a group of academicians, professionals, journalists and gross root level workers in 1993. The main objective of HELP is to stop child prostitution, trafficking and second- generation prostitution. The goal of HELP is promoting social justice and social development in relation to issues of crime and victimization. HELP focuses on the long-term social change goal within the context of organized prostitution in the red-light areas of Chilkaluripet (Guntur Dist) and Ongole (Prakasam Dist) in Andhra Pradesh.

The strength behind HELP:

The Secretary of HELP, Mr.Ramamohan is basically from the field of Journalism, a stint of 14 years of experience in the field of Journalism has exposed, the chief functionary to various issues and their intricacies from different angles of panorama. While accessing information this experience cames in handy to deal with any problem. Lobbing and policy analysis needs no mention as basic strength of the chief functionary.

The work of HELP:

HELP is based in red-light areas located in Guntur Dist   & Prakasam Dist in Andhra Pradesh. HELP works with all individuals/Groups involved in the phenomenon of prostitution, be they are victims or perpetrators of prostitution. HELP sees the group of prostituted women as victims and various agents in the prostitution market such as brothel-keepers, pimps, customers, shopkeepers, etc., as perpetrators. HELP also perceives certain persons as vulnerable to prostitution, which is either vulnerability to being prostituted or vulnerability to becoming a perpetrator. The work of HELP comprises of simultaneous action at three main levels of work:

HELP established three Drop-in-centers in Red-light areas for children of sex-workers (aged Range 03-06 years) an effort to stop dropouts and safety place for child, friendly and healthy growth.

This Drop-in-centers also used as a Resource center for women/girl in sex-trade where they can meet, share sorrows and joys alone. Feel free, fear none, and be at home. This center also about space, about options, about minds- and alternatives.

This Centers also utilized as Training Centers for sensitization, counseling and skill building. And also a Place to bring about self worth for girls/women in sex-trade.

       >  Alternative Income Generation Programmes:
HELP initiated Self-help Groups among sex-workers for saving their income and alternative lively hood in Six Coastal Dists in Coastal Andhra Pradesh.

HELP- A REVIEW:

HELP was initiated in May 1993.  The historic anti liquor movement was during the period.  HELP played an important role as a number of  District  co-ordination  committee of the movement. Some of the  achievements  made during the period will have to be listed  down.

The initial efforts   of HELP in the introductory   period  have been  predominately  embedded  with efforts  to build awareness and gain  confidence from the people  who have been chosen as the target group.

In 1995 initiated to work to combat the growing   HIV epidemic among sex-workers and traditional sex workers. The methodology adopted to gain confidence is a non-incentive based system.  During the first one and half years the role HELP has been that of guide.

Prakasam Dist has been the initial operational area, and extended to Guntur Dist & other coastal Dists.

"HELP has been able to establish identity acceptance and acknowledgement with the Sex workers & traditional sex -workers communities in a remarkable manner. CRY – Bangalore is supporting for this project since 1999 for 100 children. Now CRY reduced their support from 10.00 lakhs to 5.00 lakhs (children number 100 to 50) due to their financial crises.  And also fully reduced vocational/skill trainings support. We need support for those components.
