Date; 27/01/2010 Visited by S. Govindarajulu.

I am very glad to submit a short summery of the organic farming center at pallipattu and its latest developments. I hope to get financial support from your end so that we will continue to develop the organic farm and its resource as we expecting growth for the use of people who ever in still under the poverty line. I  S.Govindarajulu  have joint in bharathi trust thiruvanmiyur Chennai -41. in the month of September 2009. As the wish of Mrs. Siddamma a great village women leader of many achievements. Mrs. Siddamma advised me to visit pallipattu organic research center and asked me to give a report of its latest developments. So I started my visit in early morning of 27/01/2010 from thiruvanmiyur lalitha garden to pallipattu organic farm center through koyambedu bus terminus, thiruvallur, thiruthani, R.K pet and from R.K pet to pallipattu by share auto. I reached organic resource center by 10.30A.M. I met Mr. viswanath B.A who is a total incharge for organic farm center and who is also a good driver of tracter . He had explained about the organic farm. I have collected all the information as follows.

1.Total area of organic farm center is 13.36acre  
2. land survey number 134/1, 135/1 = 13.36acre

5.  Number of long thatched shelter for cows and buffaloes 2.

10. Corn bu(solam) and makkasolam in 0.50acre.

11. white groundnut crop growing both the side of way upto the front entrance gate.  

12. Ten numbers of cows and buffaloes are there for the use of milk product and cultivation purpose.

13. Three good houses are there for the purpose of visitors staying and meeting and training classes for agriculture workers.fororganic use in their lands
14. They are using the cows dungs and the urin from the cows and buffaloes and making it as a fertilizers.

30. cows dung plus sand on two inch water bed level mixing with green pasi is growing over water level this green pasi is very useful for cows and buffaloes as food and also for the use of plant compost.

      Cows comiam (urine) and dungs buttermilk , ghee , kadalaipunnakku, 

      Vellaipalam, coconut water, coconut fibre, and jaggery(bellam) these are   

      Items which is using to make the panchakavya.

Direction of mixing;-
They are prepared by mixing 5 products of cow dung and urine and urine mill other two is curd and ghee. They mixed in proper ratio followed to permanent. They used for yeast as a fermented, bananas, groundnut and tender coconut mixing as a organic pesticide and to growth promote.

32. I have  seen a large size compost tank used for compost.purposes
33. Amutha karaisal  
     Cow s’ dungs + komiam ( urine ) + bellam

    All the above items mixed gettogether = called  Amutha karaisal.

34. meen amilam 
35. fish wastes mixing with bellam karaisal is called as meen amilam.
36. E.M. karaisal ;- kosanam + starch + fruit essence = e.m. karaisal.

37. manpulu  ( earth warm ) fertilizer
38. all the above fertilizer items are sapling to the agricultur poor people to the nearby villagers aften , to improve their crop field production.In the end of November-2009 all the cows and buffellows effected by komary decease .but our bharathitrust informed to this to veterinary department and veterineri docters group came from nochily town immediately and they gave good treatment for all the cows and buffellows . after the treatment they came to the normal and safe now.
39. The agriculture officials while their usual visit ,the pallipattu people informed about bharathi trust ‘s organic resource center for more than an organic model farm ,the officers of agri. Department came for training in organic resoursce center.mr.vijaya bhaskar,annur of walaja taluk,mr. kamalakkannan of vengal rajakuppam of pallipattu taluk,mr. duraisamyraja of anantavallipuram of ammaiyar kuppam & their staff were  taken training in various fields of organic center including mannuli pambu to manufacture of pertilizer and pancha karaisal.the agri.officials very much appreciated bharathi trust’s organic resource center of pallipattu.
40. Pallipattu organic resource center is an organic farming community,where crops are grown without the use of pesticides and fertilizers.It serves as a model farm for the surrounding agriculturists and other villege community. So they can understand their anciant period of practices of agriculture. This will lead as an example for farmers that the organic resource center farming is a fit for men & women for nature food for all mankind.I also saw that they are using to grow multiple crops in the same field and not growing the same field next to each other. Like a grouping eggplant next to to tomato which is grown next to chilli crops and making sure the eggplant does not grow next to eggplant. This ensures that the same plant does not get exhausted and any fest effect on a specifiedplant do not spread due to next plant is different.
The resource center crops are grown in cycles which coincide with the various seasions. When the fields are not in use they are tilled and the leaves that are fallen down are added to them. This leads to the decomposition of the plants which provide nutrients to the farm. It also allows the farms to rejuvenate and recover the nutrients used up in the last cycle. The crop planting season begins right after the first rains. Although, the resource center has a well and a bore well. The seeds are planted and the once the plant shoots grow they are transferred to the main field where they grow. The seed nursery is a great example of organic center at work. 
The main purpose of the organic center is to give proper training to the farmers to use the technique in their own farm to get benefited.
The farmers from suburban areas visits resource center to get trained on organic farming practices.

5 batches (around 5farmers per batch)of 25 local farmers informally visit and keep visiting. Started maintaining record of farmers since October last year.

Tamil nadu agriculture department also contacts resource center for a formal training workshop. The department after formally training the interested farmers will find help from government to fund the farmers for infrastructure expenses like sprayers, seeds etc.

One of the local farmers batch that visited in November from a nearby village. Who owns five acres of lands among 25 families located 1.5kilometers from pallipattu resource center. The plan is to allocate 3 numbers of field workers to train these farmers by traveling to their village started in December last year.

Nearly 3 acres of vast land is there , we are willing to work on those area also with more manpower. To get more manpower we have to get more funds. So, here we are expecting further funds from your end. Please.
