Empowering Homeless Children

SITE VISIT REPORT
Jamghat, a registered NGO comprises of young adult professionals and volunteers with a variety of skills and experiences.  They run a 24 hour shelter in Lado Sarai with a capacity for up to 15 children. The site visit was conducted by Rajamani Vijayaraghavan (UC Berkeley) in Dec 2009. 
The key observations were:

· Well maintained shelter with a good atmosphere for children
· All children either attend school or undergo vocational training.
· Children seemed happy at the shelter.
· There are two caretakers who live at the shelter. A tutor comes in regularly to help the children with school work.
This is a unique facility providing shelter to children. The children are from the Jama Masjid area slums where they have a day care center where children come spend time. Certain children are identified for the 24 hour shelter where they can live, go to school and develop the confidence to rejoin society.
The facility is being run well and the project is mostly being funded by sporadic donations.  I recommend ASHA to fund the education related aspects of the project e.g. books, tutors etc
