FLOOD RELIEF WORK AT CUDDALORE AND THIRUVALLUR 2010


Totally around 1500 families were affected by flood in Cuddalore – 999 families and Thiruvallur- 325 families. With the team of Irula leaders we have done assessment on flood affected areas and we have come up with the number which was badly affected. While we have providing food to the community we have also approached and represented to government office to include this people in the flood affected relief fund. But unfortunately this time due to up coming election no officers were taken seriously to do the relief for this community. So it was very helpful that ASHA was immediately supported to provide food, temporary roof (Tarpaulin) and uniform. While we discussed with the community about providing temporary shelter to the family who’s hut has been washed away by flood. But most of the community people felt that more important to support children uniform so that there will be no drop out from school. We have dropped the idea of temporary shelter, so we have made priority to provide uniform for the children. It is very important to keep children tension free during their upcoming examination. 

Before purchasing flood relief materials, we had a planning meeting with community representation. With the community participation all this flood relief work has been done by the leaders. Purchasing and distributing food materials, tarpaulin and uniforms were done by the community members.
