Two failed candidates have appeared for the instant examination conducted for all the failed candidates in the state very soon.  

During your visit to our school, 4 teachers working with us expressed their desire to stop away from duties to enable them to appear for District Selection Committee examination for the recruitment of the post in Government institutions.  Due to election schedule, notified for conduct of elections for Assembly and parliament, the DSC examination were postponed, the teachers continued with us half heartedly till the completion of the examination, as they were particular to concentrated for DSC examination.
