D.1: Comments on Annual Sports: 
 The Annual sports of Mursidabad”s 9 Aloke Kendras is held on 08/01/2013 at the playground of Samaj Kalyan Mahila Unnayan Kendra, Jiyaganj Mursidabad. These Aloke Kendras are situated at Sagardighi and Bhagabangola Block. 240 children from the 9 Aloke Kendra participated in hit and 104 in the final round. Beside the children 97 guardians were also present in the program. They also participated in a competition among them and inspire the children.  High School Teachers, Primary teachers, and Anganwadi workers were also present with the teachers of the Aloke Kendras.  Mrs. Sabita Chakrabarty, the secretary of Samaj Kalyan Mahila Unnayan Samity were present whole day and inspired the children.
E: Comments on area situation:
Most of the families of the area, where our Aloke Kendra are running earn their livelihoods by daily labourer. Most of them are belong to ST, SC families. The Panchayet hardly think about them. Even they do not get NREGS work regularly, as they are ignorant about the process of getting NREGS job. Their family size is also large due to negligence of Govt. family planning department. Most of the elderly people who are eligible for getting assistance like old age pension are deprived. Though some of the families are involved with Self Help Groups but the Groups have not in active stage and have not get any assistance from Govt. besides running Aloke Kendra our teachers aware the community through community meeting and one to one interaction during home visit. They try to aware them about the proper process of getting NREGS Job, details of old age pension scheme, needs of family planning and immunisation to improve mother and child health, how to get Bank loan for SHG Groups and get better service of PDS System.

In each Aloke Kendra there is only one teacher, so they have to face difficulty for running centre. Besides teaching the children in the Aloke Kendra the teachers have to do various awareness works in the community. Moreover when any teacher takes medical leaves, the centre has to be closed and many children being irregular for this reason. To overcome the problem there is need of assistant teacher in each centre. Local women with small remuneration can be appointed after giving skill development training. 
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
