The Continuing neglect of education in general and in rural areas in particular is a matter of great concern. The Trust has, therefore, taken up this cause by establishing a model educational complex comparable to the public schools in cities and providing quality education to rural poor at the minimal cost.The School has been recognized upto High School Level. Not just children from village Gangagarh, but from some eight villages in the neighborhood areas are reaping the benefit of educational offered in the school.

3.3 Yuvak Mangal Dal :
The involvement of youth in development process and reconstruction of the society has been a corner stone of our overall strategy. The whole hearted cooperation of the youth has, therefore, been sought to increase the pace of development and  also to, give it a right direction. The youth organization named, “ Yuvak Mangal Dal, already existing in the village. The participation of Youth in decision making activities and programmes of  Gram Panchayat and Gramlok Vikas Samiti is a welcome move. This would prove to be pace setter in bringing about social transformation in the village.

4.0 Activities of the organization in the field of Social Welfare and Development :
4.1 Education :

Trust is running the school by the name SRB Alok Higher Secondary School with an objective of providing functional education and personality development with positive attitude and values. The school has been recognized upto High School level and shall be raised soon to Intermediate level. The school has about 780 students this year and the number is likely to increase in subsequently years. The staff strength of the school is 27. The students and teachers are assisting the Trust in implementing various program’s of  the school .
The world is becoming increasingly competitive. Being alive to this aspect, our charitable organization is looking for ways to better equip our students with competitive edge. We are, therefore, including reading habit in the students from the first itself. For kids pictorial books, short stories of Panchtantra etc. are being provided in the school library. Attending the library has been made compulsory by introducing a period in the time table. After school hours, extra classes for one hour has also been arranged to teach fundamentals for strengthening the foundation.

Orientation in Computers has also been started to provide elementary inputs and perspective to the most perspective technology.

4.2 Agriculture & Animal Husbandry:

Agricultural development in the village is being taken up with the assistance of the Indian Farmers Fertilizers Corporation (IFFCO). They provided seeds of high yielding varieties, fertilizers, micronutrients, insecticides and pesticides continuously for 3 years. A team of scientists from Pusa Institute also visited the village and apprised about the latest technology developed in the agricultural field. The provisional Co-operative Dairy Federation (PCDF) has started milk collection in the village. This has augmented the farmers income appreciably and has been possible as a result of our sustained efforts.

4.3 Dharamshala:

Inspired by our selfless social service one farmer donated of Rs. 3 lakhs. The trust has constructed a Dharmshala in the name of the  donor. Which is serving as a Community Centre and Barat Ghar. The Management and maintenance of Dharamshala rests with the Trust.

4.4 Vocational Education & Training:   
              

 Alarmed at the school drop out rate in rural areas. “Earning While Learning” programme are initiated in the school to forestall this trend. Chalk and candle making were taken up in 1992 on a modest scale. This crated a good response amongst the students and acceptability by the people.

5.0     Direct Beneficiaries:      
The Trust has undertaken various activities and the number of the beneficiares availing direct benefits in the form of education, health care, sanitary facilities, smokeless chullahas. Distribution of garments, transfering patients in Ambulance Van etc. has been very large 

The Trust has started a campaign against smoking, drinking, gambling and other anti social activities in the village with the assistance of teachers, Students and youth Volunteers. This activity has gathered momentum and its initial success has given the volunteers much needed confidence, enthusiasm ,zeal and perpetual inspiration. The ultimate goal is to make the entire village free from these vices.

       6.0        Financial Support.
Donation to construct of school building are easily available, but financial support for running the school is seldom obtained and in rural areas it is impossible to run a school out of fees only. In addition, to this several other people are contributing in this sacred work. We are grateful and convey our heart felt gratitude to all the donors who could provide financial assistance for the cause of rural education.

     7.0     Future Programs.
The Self reliance in a competitive world depends, to a great extent on the breadth of horizon and depth of knowledge. The Trust is, therefore, planning to create an environment in the school for scientific education and knowledge, awareness amongst the student and the rural to people.
The Trust is proposing to set up a Computer Centre which would not only help in spreading awareness amongst the students of the school  but would also  cater to the needs of villages around .

The trust is proposing to tie up with Digital Hall Educational Foundation for training the school teachers and then teachers to adopt digital education program.  

Adopt a Granny Program:

Trust is continuing  to help the needy and poor persons in the village .16 such persons who were not having any source of income to sustain themselves have been adopted by trust  and are  given assistance in the form of Food, Nutritions, Medical assistance and some cash etc..
· Education:
The Trust also provides Scholarship to needy & poor Children and also help those children who want to go for  higher education but  are unable to pursue due to their Financial Problems. 

· Marriage of poor Girls: This is one of the activity which is very close to heart of trusties. Wherever required trust support the poor families by contributing either cash assistance or goods.
We have taken up this challenging task of transformation through voluntary contributions. We therefore, seek cooperation and participation of all like minded people in this social venture by their active help and financial assistance. There can be no better service to mankind than to serve the poor and the needy.
