The purpose of this Memorandum of Understanding is to jointly outline the process, tasks and timeframe to operate Asha-SV’s Support-A-Child (SAC) program at NAB.

I. Commitments of NAB

The commitments of NAB are as follows:

1. Identify the children to be sponsored through the Asha-SV SAC program

2. Compile profiles of the children, in a format specified by Asha-SV

3. Keep detailed records of the academic progress and overall development of every child.

4. Provide bi-annual updates of the children in the format specified by Asha-SV

5. Provide yearly photographs of the children in print or digital format as specified by Asha-SV

6. If necessary, translate correspondence to and from the child’s sponsor

7. Arrange visits by sponsors

8. Make best possible efforts at beginning of the program to secure the commitment of the parents to educate the child through Grade 12.

9. Make best possible efforts through the duration of the child’s education to retain the child in school.

II. Commitments of Asha-SV

The commitments of Asha-SV are as follows:

1. Provide funding to NAB in the amount of $180 per sponsored child for the year 2004. Any adjustment in this amount due to a shortage of sponsors or other circumstances will be communicated to NAB. Continued funding for future years will be contingent on the performance in the first year. 

2. Provide the format for the half-yearly and yearly reports on the children

3. Make best possible efforts to find sponsors for all the children, and if sponsors drop out, find new sponsors.

III. Timeframe for first year 

Jan 30, 2004 – provide profiles of the children

By June 30, 2004 – first funding installment from Asha-SV

September 15, 2004 – 2004 half-yearly updates

By December 30, 2004 – second funding installment from Asha-SV, contingent on receiving the half-yearly updates

February 15, 2005 – 2004 yearly updates

April 2005 – Decision on renewing funding for next year
