One time funding of INR 14,50,000 in the immediate time frame and recurring funding for INR6,72,000 for the fiscal year of April 2014 - March 2015  
· One time - to construct concrete school building with 5 pukka classrooms, converting multipurpose kitchen into hostel, build thatched kitchen dining hall - INR 14,50,200 
· 5 pukka classrooms - INR 12,50,000 
· Thatched kitchen - INR 1,25,000 
· Conversion of multipurpose room - INR 75,200 
· All the construction will go in parallel and the school will continue in the meanwhile. 
· Recurring : salary for 4 special ed teachers, 5 care givers, and 2 community workers - INR 6,72,000  
The Approval Validity Period

For the one-time component (INR 14,50,000), the budget approval is valid for the fiscal year April 2014 – March 2015. 
For the recurring component, the first year’s funding is valid for the fiscal year of April 2014 – March 2015.
