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Brief Introduction
Odanadi Seva Samsthe, a non-governmental organization run under the leadership of socially concerned duo K V Stanley and Parashuram, is working for the rescue, rehabilitation and empowerment of the victims of sexual exploitation and trafficking since the last 14 years. The organization’s headquarters is in Mysore. Use of various social intervention tools and psychological methods of action is the hallmark of Odanadi’s efforts. Through its efforts, Odanadi has been successful in restoration of human dignity, re-integration to mainstream life and rehabilitation toward livelihood rights for as many as 1600 sexually abused and trafficked victims hitherto.

For children, Odanadi is a vehicle of love, care and concern -- the proverbial guardian making childhood a reality to many who had lost them. Odanadi runs a home ​-​​ Prayogapatha - for survivors of human trafficking, victims of sexual exploitation, and children of rescued sex workers. At Prayogapatha, utmost care and attention is paid toward all round development of the residents through corrective residential approach meeting their basic needs; non-formal and formal education; and vocational training. 

The physical and mental health of the residents addressed through psycho-social therapy with the help of collective of doctors, psychologists, psychiatrists and counselors is at the heart of all efforts at Odanadi. The residents are imparted regular training in martial arts, yoga, music, performing arts, painting & sculpture apart from being encouraged in adventure sports such as rock climbing, trekking, canoeing and expeditions. The younger residents are actively encouraged to participate in NSS and NCC activities apart from involving themselves in Shram dhan at the Odanadi premises itself.

 Currently, as many as 96 residents are housed at Prayogapatha, 79 of them children and youth.

Support of Austin Kannada Sangha & Association for India’s Development (AID)-Austin 

During the year 2004/05, Odanadi received a support sum of $6000 from Austin Kannada Sangha - Association for India’s Development (Austin) toward providing food for 75 children at Odanadi for 6 months vide a cheque dated February 1, 2005. A sum of Rs.2, 60, 756 was accrued at the then prevalent exchange rate of Rs.43.4593 per dollar. However, with the funds required being in the range of Rs.50, 000 per child, a sum of  Rs.39, 244 has been raised as loan to make up for the short fall. A sum of Rs.666 is spent toward meeting the food and allied requirements per child per month at Odanadi. 

Odanadi is grateful to friends at Austin Kannada Sangha for the timely support. It has gone a long way in reducing pressure on Directors K V Stanly and M L Parashuram, to raise funds for day today activities and enabled them to concentrate and involve in activities leading to more and better rescue and rehabilitation processes. 
Austin Support – Fund Utilization

The amount was spent from March 1, 2005 to August 31, 2005 toward meeting the food and allied requirements of 75 children for breakfast, lunch, tea and dinner. The expenses incurred can be broken up in the following proportion: Medicine (3%), Provisions (85 %), Milk (5%), Cooking Gas (4%), and Vegetables (3%). All the purchases were made through Government Departments. 

The break up of the 75 residents who were benefited by the funding in question is: 36 girls, 20 small girls and 19 boys. Of this, five residents who are HIV positive have been provided special dietary care involving fruits, eggs, milk and nutritious drinks, alongside their regular consumption. Similar has been the care shown toward four other residents, all suffering from different stages of psychological trauma.

Transparency is another unique aspect of Odanadi’s functioning. Consequently, each and every resident is completely informed about the nature of expenses incurred toward meeting their dietary requirements. Every resident is also aware that the food and medicines consumed during the Six month period from March to August 2005 was courtesy friends at Austin Kannada Sangha.

Odanadi Impact 

Today, Odanadi, headquartered in Mysore, stands as an organization with widespread acknowledgement and acclaim as one that has made global impact through effective local interventions and planned advocacy initiatives. 

Physically, in the sphere of preventive and corrective measures against trafficking, Odanadi during the year has successfully implemented its unique concept of social fencing through Vigilante Committees (VC) in 18 selected villages in Karnataka’s three districts Mysore, Mandya and Chamrajnagar. This apart, all the towns and villages in these three districts have been targeted through intensive all round advocacy campaign through various methods detailed further down in this report. 

The project helped validate and strengthen the nuances as to how social policing can be an effective tool in meeting the primary objective that is to prevent women and children from being trafficked for unlawful and immoral purposes. We found that the long held taboo and societal hypocrisy toward trafficked victims can be easily and effectively addressed to optimum effect through the institutions of social policing such as vigilant committees. This, to the extent that villagers not covered under the project are currently coming forward on their own demanding                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                             formation of committees in their respective villages. 

The advocacy campaign carried out during the year went far and wide beyond the scope of the project. The rallies, media campaigns, seminars, workshops and training sessions carried out in a meticulous and organized way helped increase awareness among more than 1000 Government officials from the panchayat bodies at grass roots to State and national levels in all related government departments such as women and children welfare department, police, health, revenue and education to name some. 

As many as 10,000 plus community members were impacted by the campaign including students, media persons, teachers, doctors, lawyers, community leaders in villages, grass root level activists, and networks of NGOs and activist groups. The impact of activities was such that certain programmes which were planned as district or inter-district programmes turned into full fledged state level or national programmes, spreading the message beyond the chosen or perceived geographical area.

Simultaneously, as many as 54 trafficking victims were rescued through rescue operations ranging all over South India during 2004/05 alone, many grabbing national attention. Traffickers from all spheres of life, including government officials, army personnel and those in the non-governmental segment have been exposed. Meticulous documentation meeting the legal requirements helped put around 10 traffickers behind the bars during the year, serving their sentence for crimes committed.  More than a dozen others are reporting regularly to either the police or the law courts, while being out on bail. 

Nine organized trafficking networks were dismantled in the 10 rescue operations conducted during the year. Around 65 trafficking victims, majority of them minors, were reintegrated after counseling both through the conventional means and through the Psycho-social Therapy model developed at Odanadi. Similar, counseling was imparted to nearly 500 others, including parents of survivors, those from broken families and marital disputes. Currently, 96 residents are undergoing rehabilitation at Odanadi’s Prayogapatha Centre in Mysore, were counseling, education, both formal and non-formal, and vocational training programmes are imparted to them, alongside and as part of the counseling and therapy sessions.

Odanadi also acts as advisor to a Women’s Co-operative Society, Manavi run by a group of 22 rehabilitated women as a part of economic self-sustenance initiative which today operates an all woman taxi service, 3 beauty parlours, and 2 emporium, and 1 condiment stores. Manavi members involve in Phenyl, Soap oil, and plate powder making, vermicomposting, mushroom culture, and ornamental/flower plants nursery.

Apart from these activities, Odanadi was able to pursue its goal of emerging as a model resource centre with necessary facilities during the year. A building budgeted at around Rs.One Crore is slowly taking shape. Odanadi directors would not have been in a position to turn their attention toward such activities if not for the succour secured from Austin Kannada Sangha at meeting the daily essentials.

The energies of the Directors, channelised toward exploring other avenues and sources of support, resulted in Odanadi securing support and assistance from US based Academy for Educational Development (AED) through its South Asia Regional Initiative Equity (SARI/Q) Support Program. This assistance was instrumental in Odanadi expanding its scope of activities, both physically and geographically as detailed in the ensuing pages. 

Simultaneously over the years, the yeoman work rendered by Odanadi has been recognized in different ways including awards and honours to Directors K V Stanly and M L Parashuram. While the State (Rajyotsava) Award was conferred on the duo during 2003, the year 2004 saw two awards being bestowed on Odanadi. These were Suryodaya Kayaka Seva Prashasti and S D Jayaram Foundation Award. The D Made Gowda Foundation Award was conferred on Odanadi during 2005. 

Odanadi Prayogapatha Centre- Status Report

The residential supervisor is known as house mother and she is responsible for the overall supervision and development of all the residents and employees at Prayogapatha. Currently, there are 79 resident-children at the centre apart from 13 women residents and a few others availing other short stay options.

House mother provides the necessary physical and emotional security and guidance to the children, keeping in mind their traumatized background and disturbed mental state as they are either children who have been exploited sexually, children whose mothers have been rescued from sex trade or those from disturbed families. As much as it involves administrative responsibilities, house mother is sensitive to the needs of residents providing them the love they lost in their lost childhood even while nurturing them toward a disciplined way helpful in their re-integration into the mainstream society. 

The sense of freedom at the Centre that children enjoy is essentially orchestrated and an architecture through the sense of belonging. All aimed at preventing them from falling prey to the lures that they had fallen victims earlier and run away. House mother is responsible for the unauthorized absence of residents from the Centre. This apart, the house mother has to ensure that the hugely suspicious immediate neighbourhood responds positively to the residents and facilitates smooth running of the centre. Discipline both mental and physical without any imposition of force or punitive measure is the hall mark of Prayogapatha. 

The house mother is also responsible purchases of all provisions and meeting the daily dietary and medical needs of the 05/06. The non formal education stream at the centre is managed by Two teachers, both TCH trained, while resource persons hired from outside handle dance, music, painting and sculptor, vocational training, yoga and martial arts classes.

Among the 79 resident children are 29 children of sexually exploited, 31 sexually exploited victims, and 2 victims of child marriage while the rest 17 are victims of human trafficking in other forms including child labour, beggary et al. The residents who are attending college and high school, or are employed either to  Manavi or at the Centre itself, are responsible for the all round development of assigned individual children be it in terms of hygiene, homework, food or health issues.

(Over to the Children)

(1) Gowri:

My name is Gowri and I am 14 years old. I am a resident at the Odanadi Seva Samsthe since the last seven years. I am studying in first pre-university. I am grateful to you for the financial assistance you are rendering toward our well being. I gather you are paying for food and my stay at the Prayogapatha centre. At the Centre we get up everyday at 5 a.m. We exercise till 6 a.m. Between 6 a.m. and 8.30 a.m. all of us who go to the college, get ready to go to college. Some utilize this time for studies. Others have their bath. All of us gather for breakfast at 8.30 a.m. By 9 am we have our breakfast and leave for college, after packing our lunch. The food served at the Centre is good. 

But, more than that, if it was not for the support and assistance from Odanadi, I would have been another victim of sexual exploitation. I would not have got educated at all. I cannot express my gratitude in words. Thank you all for whatever support you are extending.

(2) JYOTHI:

I hail from Mangalore and I am 15 years old.  I became a resident of Odanadi in Mysore two years ago. My father was a drunk and owing to financial hardship, we could not study. I have two brothers and a sister. My father left us high and dry, and I was staying with an aunt who had bad intentions. After my mother fell ill and could not work, life became difficult. Somehow, thanks to god, I reached Odanadi. 

I am studying in First PUC now at Government Junior College, People’s Park, after completing my 9th and 10th as a resident of Prayogapatha. When I came here first, I was afraid. But soon I got over the initial fear and I have to come to like it here. I gained confidence that I can pursue my academics staying at Prayogapatha. I am glad that I have been taught dance, drama, yoga and music. During holidays this year, I was taken out for excursions. The cycle jatha was a revelation. I did not even know cycling, I never thought I can cycle 1000 kms, I learnt a lot, I like drama and when the performance of Nayi Thippa was appreciated by many I was happy, I have always wanted to be in the theatre. I want to take up music examinations and I am being trained for the same. It is like a home away from home here, where I feel secure, safe and have got the opportunity to study and pursue my career. I had dreamt of becoming a doctor but now want to become a social worker. I feel secure and safe here because there are people here who listen to me and my feelings and take of me when I am unwell and guide me in academics and other issues. I have got over fear I had regarding cycling following training in traffic rules and also because I go to the college in a group. I like dance because I get recognition and drama, though initially I was hesitant.

(3) SRUTHI:

I hail from Chamrajnagar and I am 14 years old. I am staying here since last eight years. Currently, I am studying in First PUC at Government Junior College, People’s Park. I have taken Arts combination. Mother was a drunk and died few years ago. Father, a lorry driver, abandoned me. My two brothers Srinivasa and Manjunath are also at the Centre. Srinivasa has left the centre and is earning a living working in a bakery after discontinuing his studies in ITI after 10th Std.  Manjunath is still at the centre doing his PUC second year in commerce. 

I could not have pursued my academics if I had stayed at home. I want to study well and come up. I want to become either a nurse or a teacher. What I liked the most at the centre is the fact that there are many small children here and I like looking after them, caring for them. We elders are like stand in parents for them and Annandhiru really take care of all my needs. I have total faith in the two Annandhiru- Stanly and Parashu and feel confident that they will never disappoint me in anyway. I feel I can depend on them completely. I go to school in a bus as I am afraid of cycling. 

They have taught me to be strong and self confident. It is my house here and I feel proud keeping it clean. I came to know what personal hygene is and how to behave properly and be good with others. Vachanas and folk songs helped me know what are the values I have to follow, as also a sense of what is good and what is bad.

(4) PAVITHRA:

I am 16 years old now and I have been here since last four years. I was staying with grandmother at K R Pet, was married off when I was just 12. I did not know anything, he used to harass me and so I ran away. Somebody brought me here from Dattagalli. They took me to the Deputy Commissioner and police station and lodged a complaint. My husband Balakrishna promised to take care of me well and took me back. But did not and threatened to immolate me, so I can back here again a few days later. I wanted to study but the family did not want me to.  Now I’ am studying in Second PUC Arts and I’ am at the Centre since 8th Std.

For a short stint before become a resident at Odanadi, I was housed at the Government Remand Home. They did not feed me well, beat me up, made me do menial jobs like a prisoner and it was clear for me that I can continue my studies only from Odanadi. I somehow managed to get the word across to Odanadi and the directors successfully fought for my release from the Government Home. 

I like the centre her because of the ample learning opportunities here and exposure to various arts and fields of activity. I want to become a teacher. Odanadi is doing a yeoman service, unique in providing opportunities for people who are exploited like me and desire for a better living. I appeal to all those who are facing similar situations like mine to first talk very clearly with their parents and if they do not listen, approach organizations like Odanadi and pursue their dreams.

I want to become a teacher, because I believe that many in the rural areas are still illiterate simply because of lack of teachers. The training in performing arts has helped me learn how to express myself and what is appropriate behaviour. A sense of rhyme and rhythm has come to my life following training in music. English classes has given me confidence regarding negotiating another language, better understanding while watching news programmes, better understanding of the curriculum, participate in competitions. Perspective drawing in painting classes helped understand dimensions better. 

(5) PRAVEENA:

I am 15 years old and studying in the 9th Std at Government High School. I was rescued five years ago from a hotel- Annapoorneshwari hotel- in was working. It all began when my mother married second time after my father left her and we went to Bangalore. There she died of stove burst and the police put me to a shelter there. At the shelter they asked me where I wanted to go and I came to my mother’s friend’s house in Gandhinagar and there I was put to job as a hotel hand. I was sleeping in the manager’s house, getting up early at 5 a.m in the morning, washing all the utensils, supplying food to two hostels near the hotel, only two meals a day without regular salary but with regular beatings. I escaped fearing for my life and was loitering aimlessly on the roads when a well wisher directed me to Odanadi. After coming here, I have been able to realize my dream of studying which I always wanted to do. I was studying in 5th when I was staying with my mother. I studied privately through the non-formal education stream at the Centre and took up the 7th examination. Today, I proudly attend High School.

Highlights of 2004/5

The support of Austin Kannada Sangha in contributing toward the daily requirements enabled Odanadi to spread its wings, look for more opportunities and have a wider range of activities. The year that went by saw major successes both in terms of quantity and quality:

a) 144 trafficked minor and young girls provided multidisciplinary services          for reintegration and rehabilitation.

b) 9 organized trafficking networks dismantled in 10 rescue operations

c) Increased awareness among 2000 officials and 30, 000 community members towards trafficking issues.

d) Counseling through the Psycho-social Therapy model developed at Odanadi and conventional means was imparted to nearly 600 persons including trafficking victims and parents of survivors.

e)  As many 28 girls were rescued from trafficking networks during the year

f) 24 traffickers were brought to book under law, with 10 currently serving varied sentences while rest are out on bail

g) 26 sexually exploited girls from the mainstream society outside the networks were rescued

h) 96 residents, including 79 minors, are undergoing rehabilitation at the Odanadi’s Prayogapatha Centre.

i) A door to door survey on families and the children of all the selected villages in the three districts has been conducted.

j) 40 taluk level meetings are conducted with full involvement of bureaucrats, people’s movements, NGOs and local leaders in the project area.  Nearly 7,000 persons were impacted. 

k) Vigilante Committees formed at village and taluk levels in 3 districts to check trafficking at village and taluk level (18 villages, 6 taluks in 3 districts) functioning effectively
l) 65 trafficking victims, majority of them minors, were reintegrated after counselling both through the conventional means and through the Psycho-social Therapy model developed at Odanadi. Similar, counseling was imparted to nearly 500 others, including parents of survivors, those from broken families and marital disputes. 

m) As a part of awareness training, a Street Play Campaign against Trafficking from August 20, 2004 was organized in all the 3 districts covering approximate number of 12, 000 direct spectators and sensitizing the whole region through leading electronic and print media.

n) Different therapeutic interventions like painting, counseling, traditional dance are regularly conducted and trainers in the field of Martial Arts, music and theatre are selected crossing the hurdles. 

o) On February 25, 2005, an artists’ camp against trafficking and sexual exploitation featuring 65 eminent painters was held at Kalamandira, Mysore city. More than 500 persons participated in the camp in different capacities. 

p) Fifteen residents have emerged as talented painters who could be engaged in entrepreneurship programmes making various marketable commodities. 

q) During June 11th and 12th 2005, a two-day Folk Festival featuring as many as 18 folk music and dance troupes from all over the State representing various folk art forms performed to a gathering of 300 to 400 at Kalamandira in Mysore City. The central theme of the festival was human trafficking and sexual exploitation with each troupe performing to the theme with examples from the medieval/puranic period to the modern day. 

r)  November 23rd 2004: A 300 strong gathering of neighbouring villages and others attended ‘Oliyala Ungura’, a play based on Russian poem with the theme of accountability/responsibility enacted by 18 Children at the Centre. As a part of the re-integration and rehabilitation strategy, children of the local school also gave performances from same forum.

s) December 2004: A Theatre workshop for all the residents of the Centre, then numbering around 70, was held. The workshop was aimed at improving their awareness regarding theatre and art forms, and involved games at improving their concentration and confidence levels. Following the workshop, a cricket team from the Centre, ventured out to participate in a cricket tournament at Melkote. 

t) January 25th to February 4th 2005: A Two week workshop ‘Kala Jatha’ on street and folk theatre was held for residents of the Centre by a 22 member troupe from Ninasam, the theatre repertory run by Magasasy Award Winner late K V Subbanna. The workshop was aimed at improving the interaction between the residents of the centre and children from the mainstream. A highlight of the workshop was a week long performance in different parts of Mysore city by the troupe along with residents of Odanadi, centered on the theme of trafficking and sexual exploitation. The last three days of Workshop featured a theatre festival comprising three productions, a production a day, at the Kala Mandhira premises.

u) February 4th 2005: A troupe of 28 residents of the Centre performed a play ‘Nayi Thippa’ at Kolar on the theme of impact of globalization on village societies. Around 500 watched the show. The show was organized in a bid to ensure that the children at the Centre gained the confidence of interacting with the mainstream society outside Mysore too. The show was a repeat of the performance given earlier at Rangyana Theatre Repertory, Mysore. In total Residents of Odanadi enacted 10 performances with twice the number of shows, initially on invitations and later on tickets during the year. Shows were held at Bangalore, Kolar, Tumkur & Mysore.

v) April 18th May 12th 2005: As many as 28 inmates, 22 girls, who were suffering from a feeling of loneliness and rejection were sent out on a cycle jatha ‘Gramada-edege’ (To The Grass Roots) covering more than 1200 kms spread over 24 days spending nights in the open air in different villages of Mysore and Kodagu districts. The team cycled to various villages without any prior information, staged the shows, enjoyed the hospitality of villagers eating whatever was offered, each in a different household and staying wherever a shelter was on offer. The expedition helped many overcome fears of ghosts, spirits, lightning, thunder and such baseless fears; develop resistance and tolerance in facing the challenges posed by nature such as rivers, leeches and valleys; gain an experience in how determined efforts can help achieve a goal that may at the outset appear daunting and impossible; and overcome fear of water and garner courage to handle a new situation. 

w) Trekking expeditions were organized for conquering the highest peaks in Karnataka such as Brahmagiri and Pushpagiri in coffee country Kodagu district, climbing the harsh rocks of Chitradurga Fort (Karnataka), and canoeing the rapids of River Cauvery at Dubare elephant camp. 

x) 27 residents of different age groups provided non-formal education.

y) One resident admitted to Chamarajendra Academy of Visual Arts (CAVA) for professional visual arts training
z) 65 survivors were provided short stay facility.

aa) More than 15 International teams, each numbering 6 to 12 members were successfully hosted for periods ranging from one to three weeks at the Centre by the residents without any outside help meeting the necessary house cooking, catering and dietary requirements.

ab) A South India level inter-state training programme with the support of ATSEC  on ‘Human Trafficking & Challenges Ahead’ was held on November 23, 2004 at ODP premises, Mysore city. As many as 125 representatives of NGOs from different parts of India working against trafficking attended the programme, which was aimed at formulating a common action plan to combat the menace of trafficking. 

ac) A state level consultation was organized on May 26/27, 2005 at Institution of Engineers, Dharwad in collaboration with ATSEC and KIDS. The subject was ‘Trafficking & Challenges Ahead’. Around 80 members from 48 different organizations and different walks of life participated in the consultation. 

ad) More than 25, 000 youth and social activists imparted training and sensitized through various tools during the project period.

ae) More than 700 grass root workers such as teachers, AWWs, police, revenue inspectors, gram panchayat members and students imparted training.

af) 8 district level meetings were conducted during the project period. While 4 district level meetings were held in Mysore district, 3 were held in Mandya and 1 in Chamrajnagar. More than 2, 500 people participated in these meetings held for chosen audiences. 

ag) Co-ordination network established with 70 plus rural based organizations, self help groups and NGOs.

ah) 170 poets, writers, media persons, and students of literature and mass communication attended the poet and writers’ meet 

ai) An inter-district rally of more than 4000 persons was held at Chamrajnagar town on March 30, 2005. The rally created the first ever day long traffic jam in Chamrajnagar and effectively communicated the message regarding trafficking, the true face of flesh trade, the legal protection endowed on women and children, and the responsibility of various wings of governance.
