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We have four levels of Education. Each level consists of mixed age group according to their ability not their age. This group contains both boys and Girls.

I Group: -Children from 1st standard to 7th standard

These children get both formal and non-formal education at Odanadi premises. For our convenience we divide these children into two sub groups:

(a) 1st standard to 4th standard.

(b) 5th standard to 7th standard.

II Group: -Children from 8th to 10th standard.

Children who passed 7th standard attend Government High School. In addition to this, these children receive additional tuition facilities. During summer vacation they receive non-formal education.

III Group: -Children attending college studies.

Children who have completed schooling, attend various courses in various colleges according to their ability and interests.

IV Group: -Rescued girls and women.

Rescued girls and women receive Adult Education and Vocational Training at Odanadi premises. As well as they participate in co-curricular activities like street plays, cultural programmes, out door games, art, crafts, and drawing etc,

Behaviour of Residents:

As per the experience and observation of Odanadi, children who come under 1st sub group, required an additional support of information on basic hygiene like keeping themselves clean, maintaining their teeth, nails and hair, washing their hands, taking their daily bath, etc. Most of them had no family background or proper parental nurture. Since they had spent their early childhood without care and support, it was obvious to find them detached from serious educational system. They were always in a plying mood.

Children of sub group 2nd, experiences the common difficulties of adolescent age, especially who are entering into puberty age. A few of them who are studying in 5th and 7th standard are uncommonly attracted towards the opposite sex, and need proper counselling.

High school children are facing the problems related to adolescence. They also face the difficulties related to their subjects like Mathematics, English, etc., For example students who do not have proper knowledge about grammar in languages and do not have knowledge about application of formula etc.

The group containing Rescued girls and women face variety of difficulties, which hinder their studies, and all activities of life. Some girls suffer from depression and other psychological difficulties resulting from the trauma they have experienced. Bringing them towards education is itself is a challenging job.

EDUCATIONAL STATARGIES AND ROLE OF TEACHERS

The 1st group children receive non-formal education from the trained teacher. The children gain and apply the knowledge in the subjects like Kannada, English, Environmental Science and Mathematics through joy full learning. They learn counting numbers and simple operations by using the materials available in nature, and also through singing, counting, rhymes. Children learn basic science and environmental knowledge through interacting with their environment and through play way method. Along with these subjects they take part in terracota, craft, drawing other skill-oriented work.

The children who are studying above 4th get both formal and non-formal education. This helps a lot to make the formal education successful in future and get adjusted to next formal education. The K. S. S textbooks are followed to teach formal education. Along with these subjects they take part in the activities like meditation, yoga, laughing exercises, physical exercises, Horticultural work and co-curricular activities like drawing, cultural programmes, celebration of important days and other various games etc.,

2nd group of children, who are attending out side school, follow K.S.S text books. After school they get additional tuition from various resource persons. Mr.Ramesh Doddamani, a US return Software Engineer, Mr. Somashekhar, a Retired Head Master and others.

In summer holidays they get psychosocial therapies like yoga, music and dance. They also take part in cultural camps. These therapies help them to forget their all difficulties they have faced and facing in their life

3rd group of children overcome all their difficulties they have faced in life as well as in their educational field with the help of psychosocial therapies, resource persons, teachers and others. They get the proper guidance and they attend various courses in college. Among college going residents two of them are studying in 1st PUC(science), four student studying in II PUC(commerce). One resident has already completed computer automation course and one resident studying L L B.

The rescued victims, both literates and illiterates are sheltered and non-formal and vocational education is being provided to them. Before teaching anything, first constructive communication has to be built with them by showing lots of love and affection

The rescued girls get the adult education at Odanadi premises. The main objective is for them to attain basic literacy. Due to the wide range of problems faced by these girls we only teach them for one or two hours a day.

In addition to this they are getting vocational training from trained resource person. In addition to this they are attain the activities related to the psychological rehabilitation such as counselling, therapeutic activities. Some of them are also getting the skill and job oriented activities. E.g., 7 members are attending beautician course, 3 members completed their four wheeler driving course and gets their driving license. Etc,.

RESOURCE PERSONS AND EDUCATIONAL VISIT

To teach the educational objectives effectively we invited some resource persons by taking the help of these people we implemented our planning successfully.

1. Members of ladies laughing club: These members taught the sequential laughing steps and a number of laughing exercises to all residents and teachers.

2. Members of Pathanjali Yoga Club: They gave a talk about the importance of Yoga and Meditation in our day to day life.

3. Members of Rudset Training Center: They motivated the residents and trained them in making washing powder, plate powder, badman powder, phenol, soap oil, etc.

4. Dentist: They showed some slides related to parts of the teeth and dental deceases. They imparted awareness about dental decease and how to keep teeth clean

5. Dermatologist: They imparted awareness about the importance of skin and maintenance of good skin. They also tested the skins of residents and gave suggestions and medicines to them.

6. Mrs. Christine Hoar from Bristol Yoga school: She taught yogic exercises to all residents.

7. Mr. Robert and Mrs. Jean (Science teachers from England): They demonstrated some simple science experiments to students and gave them the chance to do the same.

8. Education excursion: We took all residents on an educational excursion to Mangalore port, Bird sanctuary Rathna Counseling center, harbor, and beach.

9. A visit to a science exhibition held at Yuvaraja College: all the students along with teachers visited the science exhibition and gathered information about science and social science.

10.Mrs. Kumudini a classical dancer teaching Bharathanatya to students.

11.Mrs.Srivalli taught a file and purse making by using waste cloths and drawing sheet.

12. Mr.Na.Revan a wellkonwn painter and interior decorator taught painting and terracotta to students.

INTEREST OF RESIDENTS IN ATENDING EDUCATION

Generally children attendance is very good because we gave their own time to come up in all activities. Among Rescued girls and women the HIV+ residents are irregular due to frequent sickness. 

Through daily observations as well as using certain scale I observed that their mental and physical development is steadily improving.

Children are daily basis, actively participating in caring and maintaining their environment. For example watering plants twice or thrice a day and planting the flowering plants.

COMPETATIVE STATARGIES.

We try to balance between co-operation and competition through various competitions. These healthy competition fosters leadership skills and children like to take part in group activities and cooperative and trust games to improve their cooperative skill.

On annual competition day, where children participates in certain games like.

a. Running race

b. Frog race

c. Kho kho

d. Kabaddi

e. Cricket

f. Chess

g. Pick and speech

h. Essay writing

i. One minute game

j. Quiz etc.,

We distribute the prizes on children day. All the children from all of the group took part in this competitions.

LIBRARY

Although we have variety of books and daily magazines it is not using properly due to lack of storage and liberary set up. Unfortunately children cannot select the books of their choice. We simply distribute the books weekly once on Saturdays. After a week they have return the back.

CELEBRATION OF IMPORTANT FESTIVALS

 All the children and staff altogether celebrates the important National festivals and tells about the importance of celebrating them. We celebrate following festivals like,

SKILLS AND RESOURCES PRESENT IN STUDENT

Among the children some were good at various skills like acting, singing, drawing, making dolls, tailoring, and good at reading also. For example, a girl named Kavya studying at 7th standard good at acting and she participated in “Prathibha Karanji” cluster level competition and won II prize. A girl named Manjula studying in 10th standard and Gowri studying in 9th standard are good at singing and dancing. They together participated in various competition and bag prizes in those competitions.
