Proposal for financial assistance for SAIKRIPA 

SAIKRIPA  is a registered non profit non government organization functioning since 1988. SAIKRIPA’ s primary concern is upliftment of those children who are homeless with no one to love or be loved.  SAIKRIPA  provides the basic needs of these children – food, shelter, healthcare, education – through a family atmosphere.  It is with this aim various projects such as Bal Kutir, Sai Shiksha Sansthan and Sai Bal Sansar are run by SAIKRIPA .

Bal Kutir-  This is the home for these  children started in 1990 and its  present strength is 33.  This is located in Sector-12, Noida.  It has 24 girls and 9  boys.  These children are educated at Sai Shiksha Sansthan and Sai Bal Sansaar.  The aim of Saikripa is to make these children self standing ultimately after they finish their education and get a job outside.  Eight children, who have completed their schooling have got jobs and are living independently.  

Apart from these success stories, case studies of two girls who continue to be the inmates of Bal Kutir  are given below:

Aarti -  She came to Bal Kutir when she  was seven years old when the police brought her in the year 1995.  She passed her 10th  Std from  Sai Shiksha Sansthan.   She is now doing her 12th Std. through correspondence and at the same time working as teacher in Sai Shiksha Sansthan.

Kanchan  :    She was ten years old when she was brought to Bal Kutir in 1995.   She passed her 10th Std  from Sai Shiksha Sansthan.  She too is now doing her 12th Std through correspondence and at the same time working as teacher in Sai Shiksha Sansthan.  She wishes to take up veterinary course after her 12th Std..

Sai Shiksha Sansthan -  This is a co-educational , English medium secondary school on the CBSE pattern.  This has strength of 300 students and is located in village Vazidpur about 15 km from Bal Kutir to cater to the underprivileged rural children.  The school fee is heavily subsidized i.e. Rs. 50/- per month.  The children of tenth Std. appear for the exams conducted by National Institute of Open Schooling since CBSE by-laws demand own land and school building which we do not have and therefore, Sai Shiksh Sansthan  has not applied for recognition.

Sai Bal Sansar _  This is a non formal education centre located in village Aghapur, Sector 41, Noida.  It has strength of 100 children.  Along with education it provides free midday meal for the children.  It mainly caters to the slum and very poor children. In case they are over aged for their classes they go through a bridge course thus avoiding more schooling years and then appear for the board exam through Sai Shiksha Sansthan.

The field trips have immensely helped the children in understanding the world out side their village and motivates them to take more interest about knowing the world. 

    At present we have an Aqua guard and a water cooler which are very old and not    

    working properly.    Hence a R.O System and a water cooler are needed to replace   

    them.

Project proposal for SAIKRIPA

Background information

    Name of organization : SAIKRIPA

Mission & Objective : Children are our torchbearers for the future and it is on them that the future of mankind as a whole depends.  This makes it imperative for all of us to contribute in whatever way we can to care for them, give them proper education and help them grow up to be responsible and wise adults.  Although it is not an extraordinary task, unfortunately the reality of the present situation, in most of the underdeveloped nations especially in India, does make it seem so.  It is due to this harsh reality that we find a total lack of understanding amongst people, of the basic needs of children who have been orphaned or made homeless, which results in a vast majority of them going without shelter, food, healthcare and education. 

These realities forced SAIKRIPA to be created with a mission to provide food, shelter, education,  health care, and most of all love and affection to orphaned and homeless  children.

Location:  SAIKRIPA is located at Z-133/134, Sector-12, NOIDA in Uttar Pradesh.
Target group : Abandoned and parentless children, street/slum children, the unprivileged children in rural area.   

Description of projects run by the organization

Bal kutir

 The first project a home started with one child in 1990 has now grown to 33 children.  Apart from this, about 12 children who were lost or had run away from their homes have been restored to their families and in recent times 

atleast 25 children have been referred to other homes due to lack of space. Besides this, eight children have taken up jobs and are living independently.

Sai Shiksha Sansthan :  The second project is a co-educational English Medium Secondary School located in the village Vazidpur about 15 Km from NOIDA.  Though the school is following the CBSE syllabus, it has not been accorded recognition for the reason that it does not have its own land and  school building.  The strength of the students is about 300, studying in classes Nursery to X Std.  Students of X std. appear for the exams conducted by National Institute of Open schooling.  Since this is a school for rural underprivileged children the tuition fee levied is a meagre amount of Rs. 50/- per month.  The school is in existence since 1991.

Sai Bal Sansar :  The third project was started in 1999 for the benefit of the street children of NOIDA.  The main purpose of this is to attract these children towards education rather than begging and loitering around, thereby falling prey to vices like smoking, gambling, drugs etc.  The school has classes up to VI Std.

 Proposal outline :  The schools run by us are far off i.e. Sai Shiksha Sansthan is about 15 kilometres away and Sai Bal Sansar is 8 Kms away.   Hence, the children have to commute by bus to reach the school. The bus is very old and rusted and the body is breaking up in many places.  At any moment it could prove fatal.  It is in need of repairs and complete rebuilding of its body.  

     Secondly the Bal kutir is funded only by individual donors due to which we face financial constraints at times.  We would therefore, require support  for the children to
