ANNUAL  REPORT FOR THE YEAR 2005 – 2006

OVERVIEW :

The institutional Based Rehabilitation project ` SEED ‘ for the welfare of the children of LIFE PRISONERS, VICTIMS OF SERIOUS CRIMES LIKE MURDER  and LEPROSY PATIENTS  commenced in Jan. 1982  The project provides service to an approximate number of 324 Socially Disable  Children of 4-20 age group in the target area  in  which 103 are the children of LIFE PRISONERS, 45   are the children of LEPROSY PATIENTS , 8 are the Children of Tsunami affected  families  and runs its activities in two villages of Sriperumbudur Taluk, Kancheepuram District namely Venkatrangam  Pillai Chatiram and Irungattukottai and one village in Poonamallee Taluk, Thiruvellore District namely Utkottai village in Tamil Nadu State. The project works with the direct support of 27 Professional and 7 non professional staff members who carry out grass root level, supervisory and managerial jobs. The project also takes support of the well wishers, Local Community, Ramachandra  Medical College & Hospital,Rotary & Lions Clubs, Rajasthan  Youth Association – Food Bank ( Metro ), Social Welfare Department, Tamilnadu Social Welfare Board, Directorate of Employment & Training, Friends Association for Social Service ( FASS),  Ramakrishna Mission , Friends City Welfare Association, Educational Institutions, other NGOs and Government Institutions in the target area. The Project has the partnership with ` LES AMIS DE SEED – France, FRIENDS OF SEED – UK, LES AMIS DE SOEUR IMMANUALLEE , France , ASHA – ST. LOUIS, ASHA – SANTA   BARBARA – CALIFORNIA, Association of India’s Development. (AID )

· In the Annual Examination held in 2005, 100% of Primary School children had been promoted to higher classes in which  54% belong to the families Life Prisoners and 27% belong to the families of Leprosy Patients, 2 % belong to orphan category , 14%  belong to Single Parents families   and 2%  belong to the Tsunami affected families.

· In high School , 99% children    had been promoted to higher classes in which 46% belong to the  families of Life Prisoners , 16% belong to the families of Leprosy Patients, 7% belong to Orphan category  ,  24% children belong to Single Parent families and 7% children belong to  the Tsunami affected families..

· 22 Children of Sriperumbudur  centre had been Promoted to VI th. Std. in which   9     children are the children of Life Prisoners, 4 are the children of  Leprosy Patients, one  child lost both the parents,  8 children belong to single parent families and 2  children are the children of Tsunami affected families. 
· All  the 41  High School  girls have been successfully promoted  to higher  classes in which 75%  belong to the families of Life Prisoners, 7 % belong to the families of Leprosy Patients and 14 %  belong to Single Parent families. 

· 11 Children of Utkottai & Sriperumbudur Centres had been promoted to X std. (i.e.)  School Final  in which three  children are the children of Life Prisoners and one boy is the son of Leprosy Patient.

· In Secondary School Leaving Certificate ( School Final )  Examination held in April 2005, 10 children have  successfully passed in which four children are the children of  Life Prisoners , one boy  is the son  of  Leprosy Patient, one boy lost both the parents and  5 boys belong to Single Parent families.

VOCATIONAL TRAINING :

· In our Primary School , we are giving training in mat Weaving, Plastic wire bag making, Garland making, Toys making, Flower Pot making, Tailoring, etc. apart from the academic education.

· 6 children of Life Prisoners,  10 children of Leprosy Patients, 1 Orphan child and 6 children of Single Parent families  have  got training in plastic wire bag making, flower pot & toys making in our Primary School.

· 9 Children of Life Prisoners , 2 children of Leprosy Patients, 1 Orphan child and 4 children of Single Parent families have   got training in mat weaving in our Primary School.

· In our High School project, we are giving  Vocational Training in Horticulture & Agriculture and Dairy Farm  and also in Computer Programmes apart  from their academic education. 

· 31 children of Life Prisoners & 11 Children of Leprosy Patients have got training in Horticulture and  Agriculture.

· 31 Children of Life Prisoners and 11 children of Leprosy Patients have obtained training in Dairy Programme during  this academic year 2005-2006
