Proposal for 2010

Swami Vivekananda Educational Society Description

Swami Vivekananda Educational Society (Regd.) was started in 1970 by a group of dedicated volunteers who were inspired by the illustrious patriot saint Swami Vivekananda in order to spread his message of Man-Making Education. The aim of the society is to provide education, especially, to the poor and under-privileged in tune with the ideal of education set forth by Swami Vivekananda. The objectives are to  a) impart basic education right from the primary level b) to inculcate scientific temper in the backdrop of our culture c) to include such subjects and training which will help in employment and d) towards a holistic education that is values based and moulds character. Swami Vivekananda Vidyashala High School was started under the auspices of the society in 1971. The school started with 48 students has now more than 400 students, studying in different classes. The Primary school was started in 1989 to provide a strong base to the High School. More than 380 students are studying in Primary & Nursery Classes. The school is trying to impart the best all round education to the poorest of the society. In addition to providing an education, the school also provides lunch to about 185 needy students. 

Request for funds for 2010

The proposal for 2010 requests funds for three items- 1) The continued support for the mid day meal - Annapoorna program 2) The establishment of environmental education at the school and an after school club. 3) Support the Staff Betterment fund

The mid day meal program has been feeding more than 200 children from underprivileged circumstances and near by slums. We request Asha Arizona to continue their level of support from last year which enables the feeding of 150 children for about 200 days and the cost for this is approximately $1,500.00

We were inspired by the visit of Smitha Ramakrishna in July 2007 where she shared with more than 500 children the importance for kids becoming aware of how our actions affect the environment. The environmental education program was created. We request support to continue and expand the successful environmental education program. $2000.00

There is a critical need to secure funding to support teacher salaries, as the government grants are not sufficient to retain all the teachers. This has become one of our highest priorities in the past year because of the dire situation that would be created if the dedicated teachers are forced to leave and look elsewhere for employment. $2000.00

Total budget for the three components-- $5,500/year
