Update from TRY (To Reach You)  - Mainstreaming children of sex workers

==========================================================

In the TRY home for children of sex workers, at present there are 14 children. They have completed their monthly tests.  Marudhamuthu got 2nd and Nitya got 7th ranks respectively. Marudhamuthu now in his 10th grade, continues to score high and shows tremendous promise. Nitya's story is one of major recovery from almost the last rank in the class. Try volunteers are coming to teach the children in TRY home. Marudhamuthu especially needs this additional coaching as 10th grade exams are key to decide the career paths in India.

Children are also participating and helping in TRY construction. It is after all their home.  They don't have any kind of distraction due to construction. Children feel very happy because the dreams of them are going to come true in the form of new building.  In the past 5 years they have had to move several times and the stability brought by the TRY home through Asha is an anchoring factor in their lives. Next week, medical check up has been planned for the TRY kids.
