LALAMAU – At present there are  35 students enrolled in Asha Samajik Vidyalaya ,Lalamau  out of which  14 are boys and 21 are girls. These students are studying in various classes from I to V. The school education has created awareness amongst students due to which they are attending the classes timely, without any prior notice. Townships   here are inhibited by lower class villagers who are unable to afford good education to their children. In addition to school activities we carry out demonstrations due to which awareness has spread amongst children/men/women who themselves resort to demonstrations to voice their problems. Students are participating in various activities. Children are reading books available in Asha Bal Pustakalaya. Children are reading various poems, stories as well they are being imparted education in subjects like Hindi, Moral Science, General Knowledge & Science as per School syllabus.

BAKINAGAR – Presently there are 50 students enrolled in Asha Samajik Vidyalaya,  Bakinagar out of which 28 are girls and 22 are boys. This is very thinly populated village. It has townships of poor and backward class people. As this place has no Government School, the nearest Government School being located in village block Kamhnoa Peg, there is dire necessity of running Asha Samajik Vidyalaya.  General awareness has spread amongst men and women residing in Hindu, Muslim townships. Even some over aged girls/boys are studying  in various  classes from  I to V. Due to this educational centre children are immensely benefited.

Dalkheda – In Asha Samajik Vidyalaya, Delkheda 70 children are enrolled out of which 30 are boys and 40 are girls. The Government School is 2 kilometers away. This is wet temperate area. This place has townships for poor and backward people. The school is very special centre of learning for children. The men & women here have special contribution towards ASV Dalkheda. They actively participate in group activities. The Children Library has 532 books. Children are availing library facility everyday. Children are imparted education in subjects like Hindi, Maths, Moral Science, General  Science & Environment.
Lalpur Sahgavan – Asha Samajik Vidyalaya, Lalpur Sahgavan has enrolled 55 children out of which there are 30 boys and 25 girls in class   I to V in different classes. Asha Bal Pustakalaya is also located here. This place has population of Schedule Cast & Backward class. Since this place has no other school, Asha Samajik Vidyalaya provides special benefit to population here. We take out demonstrations related to local’s problems like irregularity in provision of rations. We investigate problems related to employment guarantee, right of information. Children are imparted education in subjects like Maths, English, Moral Science, General Science and environment.
Naroiya – ASV, Naroiya has enrolled 123 students from class I to VIII. Children are being imparted training in different classes.  Training is being imparted here in Hindi, Maths, Moral Science, Environment, Sports & related work & subjects. The Government School is located 2 kilometers away.   Social works are carried out and people have been deriving benefits of employment guarantee law and rights to information act. The awareness is reaching children & women groups here. Asha Samajik Vidyalaya is imparting better education as compared to Government School. 75% of village population is backward and extremely poor.
Ashram Lalpur – ASV, Lalpur Ashram is a special location of the organization where Education Centre is being run. In this Educatin Centre 35 children are enrolled out of which there are 10 boys and 25 girls. Health work is also carried out here. Lalpur Ashram provides special facilities of education to children as well as medicines. Many villages of this area are deriving benefits from here. Most of the people living in townships are poor & backward. Children are provided education from class I to V and facility of Asha Bal Pustakalaya co-exists here where children are being provided books on children educational stories, poems etc.

Basantapur – ASV, Basantapur facilitates education to girls and boys in different classes from I to V. The society is getting special benefit as there is no Government School in this village. The village extends till 2.5km. Teachers are contributing towards awareness of guaranteed employment law and making of Work-O-Card. Subjects taught here are Hindi, Maths, English, Moral science, General  Science & Environment. This section of society is getting special benefits.

Mr. Ramprakash from village Lalamau, Mawai is playing special role.  In village he got the development plan passed for 03 kilometers of black top road and 04 Indriyamarka handpumps by carring out demonstratons. He has been working for cause for last two years, although he has not been getting any support. In this regard his work is praise worthy.


Mr. Neelkamal has been convening monthly meetings to upgrade standard of  educational centers. He teaches all principals interesting things.


As on date, ASV Hardoi principals have left with no money. If possible you try to contribute some funds earliest possible.
