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 In view of our class's better results, a few achievements and above all, FREE COACHING COUNSELLING and direct approach to children’s parents and teachers, a large number of new parents approached us to help their wards in educating. Fortunately we have sufficient infrastructure like classrooms and experienced teachers to take-up various problems of students. We are also in touch with some institutions like Y.W.C.A, Sophia College, Tailoring classes and computer training centers for those boys/ girls who want to go for professional courses like Nursing, Beautician, Computer related jobs etc; besides we have support from Akshara, Majlis, Women's Research Action Group and a few community leaders.

We were also approached by a large number of students who wanted admission in Jr. College and Degree Colleges. 2 - 3 students approached us for admission in engineering courses also. We never said NO to anybody and helped every needy boy/girl to get admission in appropriate courses. It was a Herculean task however we did our best to help needy students 

 It is a pleasure for me to state that during the academic year 2003- 2004 exams 99% of our students passed. For the current year, we are more concerned about the quality education. We feel that we must make our children as competitive as others in various fields. 

With a view to make our children more competitive we are giving them computer education. We are proud to mention that. About 15 of our boys and girls have completed basic course of computer. Some of them are learning Internet, web designing, D.T.P. etc; most of them practice on my PC at my residence.

In fact when I started "Awaaze-Jogeshwari" an in-house eight page fortnightly in Urdu language for our students and their parents, our supporters and well-wishers, the journal was typed and designed by one of our girl student Nausheen Kazi. Our students contributed the articles. Our house journal became a link between us and our students and their parents. It also became a platform for our students to express their views in it. We try to present local problems also. Our fortnightly has been welcomed and we believe that our message of education  'Padho Aur Badho' for all, will spread.

The following are some of the places, where we run the classes -

1. Abba building, Jogeshwari (W)- As usual, my residence has been used for our regular classes. My wife, Mrs. Arifa Ashraf and my daughter Farhana Ashraf along with 2-3 teachers teach about 25-30 students. Occasionally I also help them. Among the students there are about 15 Hindi medium students and the rest are Urdu medium students. We also teach some of our college going girls who are our teachers. We teach them English, history, political science, Urdu etc. as usual some are dropouts and one girl has never gone to school. 

2. Sahakar Road classes - there are about 28-30 children who are taught by our teachers. We have also kept their rented room for local needy students, who does not have study facilities in their houses. We have started a crash course for SSC students and have appointed two experienced teachers for subjects like Geometry, Science and English. 

3. Syed Chawl class- this class is the room of one of our teacher. About 14-15 children studying here are under the guidance of our 2 teachers. Rent is not paid for the same. 

4. Bandra Plot (Jogeshwari East)- about 19-20 children are studying here under the guidance of our 2 teachers. It is also housed in one of our teachers' house. We do not pay the rent for the same. 

5. Pascal Colony Classes- Pascal colony is situated in Jogeshwari east. It is also a very big slum colony like Bandra Plot, Syed Chawl. About 10-15 children are being taught here the classroom is housed in the residence of our local teacher. We do not pay the rent for the same. 

The above five classes are run with the support of ASHA FOR EDUCATION. Some other classes are also run in Juhu gally, Behram baug, Andheri Plot, Makrani Pada, Borivili, etc under the supervision of our experienced teachers.

Special classes- From November onwards we have arranged special classes exclusive for our SSC standard. We have hired the services of expert teachers in Algebra, Geometry, Science, Marathi and English subjects. These subjects are tough and require regular supervision. For class XI and XII also special classes for subjects like English, Political Science, Economics, Psychology etc. have been arranged and students do come to us for their project work. We provide them all necessary help and guidance.

Professional Course Computer- With the help of ALIF COMPUTER CLASS at Jogeshwari we managed to send our 14 senior college students who learnt Basic Computer Course. Some of them also learnt DTP, Web Designing, Tally etc. most of our girls have already learnt Beautician Course, Mehendi Course and Tailoring Course. 

During the months of Ramzan our Juhu Gally girls stitched on concessional rate about 200 pairs of salwar kameez for orphan girls of Anjuman Islam, Yari road. This was arranged with the kind help Mr. Aziz Halai a philanthropist.

Nursing courses at Sophia College - This year we sent four of our girls to Sophia College for nursing course. It is our pleasure to state that our 5 girls were already trained as professional nurses by Y.W.C.A. and Sophia College. They are working in different nursing homes /clinic.

Some Achievements:

1. A special achievement by one of our student AKHLAQUE PATEL has set an example for our other students. Akhlaq has been associated with the classes from Standard IV onwards and successfully passed S.S.C. Exam and there after H.S.C in second class. After that he appeared for all India cadet course in Merchant Navy course. Jointly arranged by Nahaul sea fares union and Government of India shipping ministry. Akhlaq competed all the tests and chose catering for his training faculty. In October 2004 he appeared for the exam at T.S. Rehman and immediately was taken by Taj intercontinental group of Hotels at Fort, Mumbai for training.

2. One girl, Anjum Patel got an opportunity to present her article in voice written by her on the subject Tea on All India Radio.  The program was broadcast on 13th April 2004. 

3. Kurshid, another girl after doing B. Sc is working with Majlis headed by Flavia Agnes and is studying law. 

4. Sangita Nambiar yet another star, was declared the best athelete in her school in the month of December. She won six medals and we popularly call our P.T. Usha.

Others

Functions Celebrations- as usual we celebrated Independence Day, Teachers Day, Id, Diwali, New Year etc.

With the help of some community leaders and philanthropists we are carrying on our mission to spread education. We hope that this will continue in future also.
