	Curricular
	Pre-primary: Activities related to physical, mental & social developments have been conducted by using learning materials available from easy or local resource. Stresses have been made upon body parts movement, sensorial development, object identification, colour identification, vocabulary development, number counting etc. etc. for the children below 4½ yrs. and number, letter writing practices for the children of 4½ years above. 

	
	
	Primary i.e. Class-I to Class-IV: Exercises related to the subjects like- Mathematics, Language, Environmental Science, General Knowledge, English, Hindi have been conducted routinely through classroom teaching with books and work cards, exposure etc. English teaching has been conducted for the children of Class-III and Class-IV. Teaching of Hindi has been conducted for the children of only Class-IV. Because both these two subjects are taken as a course of study from said classes.  

	
	
	Upper Primary/ME i.e. Class-V to Class-VI: Exercises related to the subjects like- Mathematics, Language, Science, Social Study, English, Hindi have been conducted routinely through classroom teaching with books and work cards.

	Co-curricular
	Songs, dance, recitation, and games have been conducted regularly for the children of pre-primary age group. The students of primary classes have their last class for physical training, games and sports etc. The students of upper primary have been allowed to enjoy half an hour in every day during leisure time according to their choice and 15 minutes have been given to them for taking their tiffin’s. The boys of the upper primary have been practiced on paper cuttings, mud craft, bamboo craft etc. and the girls have been practiced on cutting, embroidery etc. time to time.

	Evaluation/Exam.
	The quarterly and Half-Yearly evaluations have been conducted in all the JSVNs. As to correlate with the state education session we also started our educational session from the month of Feb. So, during this quarter 2 quarterly tests were conducted in the month of April & May respectively and the Half-Yearly Test was conducted in the last week of June before summer vacation i.e. month of July.

	Events
	During the quarter no special school events were held for the schools. However, our school children had participated in different competitions organized during the Rongali Bihu on 13th, 14th & 15th April.

	Meetings/Trainings
	The monthly teachers meetings were regularly held on the 8th of every month from April to June at 2 No. Robingaon School. It is to be mentioned here that only the teachers from Dimoria Development Block and Shantivan school participated in the discussions on various issues related to the school activities. The schoolteachers from Sivasagar and Lakhimpur District could not participated due to lack of provision for long distance conveyance. However, they have the provision to discuss school related matters with the branch in-charge of SSA at said places who usually supervise and monitor the school activities time to time. Also, when the coordinator and other management personnel have visited the schools they discussed the problems and different issues related to the school activities. The teachers also had participated in different community meetings organized in the villages time to time.

During this quarter no training programme was held for the teachers and neither they had participated in training programmes organized by others.

	a) External:
	On 3rd and 5th May 2004, Mr. Sriram Narasimhan a volunteer from ASHA had visited the JSVNs located at Dimoria Development Block and Guwahati of Kamrup District. On 3rd May he visited the JSVN, Shantivan and on 5th May he visited the JSVNs of Maloybari, Uloni, 2 No. Robingaon and Paschim Killing. During his visit he suggested few points which are as follows:

1. Enrolment should be increased.

2. Use of teaching aids should be more.

3. Cleanliness amongst children should be inspected regularly.

4. If possible, there should be village education information centers from which the school children can avail informations on continuing their education through different education institutions according to their choice and eligibility.

	b) Internal:
	The Co-ordinator and his Co-workers (related to educational activities) have made internal visit to the schools time to time. There is no schedule time of their visits. Because all the schools are located in nearby villages of SSA branches. The branch in-charge also visited the schools time to time. The number of visits some time become 2/3 times in a month or only 1 in a month. In each visit 2/3 schools have been observed. During this quarter the number of visits made by the Co-ordinator were as follows:

April – 1 time to 2 pre-primary schools (JSVN, Maloybari & Dharbam) May – 2 time to 2 Primary schools (JSVN, Robingaon & Paschim
