4. Process of Evaluation:

They must be evaluated on the following four aspects

If the family members of the victimized family certify that the prisoner under consideration has improved ie has become a manav, that he can be freed.

Details of  Team for MPSD program
For its implementation and evaluation two different team is required.

Task Force- Which will implement this program.

Evaluation Committee- Which will evaluate the improvements and achievements of this effort and present its recommendation at competent level so that this effort can be expanded at a larger scale.

1. Task Force - It should include competent socially committed persons as well as government officers who are well equipped with the understanding of "Jeevan Vidya (Madhyastha Darshan)" and who are keen in pursuing this program (A list of such persons was  given in previous page). These persons should commit for this major project for a period of 5 to 10 years (Government officers should be sent on deputation for a period of 5 to 10 years). 
2.  Evaluation Committee- This evaluation committee should consist of socially reputed persons, particularly justice of High Court and Supreme Court, Chairman of Human Rights Commission and who recognize the importance of this effort of Manviyakaran. These persons will have to go through the "Jeevan Vidya Workshop" so as to understand underlying World View, Plan, Program, Implementation, Results and Evaluation. This will enable them to rightly evaluate the effort made in this project. 

Steps for implementation of MPSD program

1.  People's education program with the selected prisoners.

1.a.  One week "Jeevan Vidya Workshop" 

once in 2 months.

1.b.  Self Study (Exploration)

3.  Depending on the progress in 1 & 2, opportunity is given  to prove their human conduct 
      with the family (in open jail where their family members are allowed to come and stay).

4.   Opportunity to participate in larger organization like group of families and village in 
      open jail.

5.   As far as possible, to conduct people's education program with the individuals/families 
       who have suffered from the crime of the prisoners under consideration. This is to ensure 
       the Manviyakaran of sufferer as well as developing their capacity to rightly evaluate the 
       change taking place in prisoners.

6.   Evaluation of improvement in the prisoners (in terms of their human conduct) by the 
      victimized families.
