Project updates for 2006

General

· Sarada Kalyan Bhandar is still doing impressive work in the local community it serves (see 2007 site visit report). 

Building update 

· Although we have not received a list detailing where Asha funds allocated for building work were spent, we did receive an assessment of building costs certified by an auditor.

· We are told that the cost of steel and cement has increased over the last year, requiring more funds to finally complete building work. An initial estimate of $6K (USD) was later revised to a round figure of $10K (USD). Rekhadi tells us that these funds should cover any remaining work on the building.

Support-a-Child

· Covering the promised number of children: The response from donor signups have been wonderful. All the 17 women supported by Asha currently have donors, some of whom have committed for more than one year. 

· Excess requests to support children: I have had to redirect donors to SAC projects run by other chapters because there were no more children to support. As a chapter, we could do two things with this extra support:

· either fund more young women in this project (ie SKB)

· OR start a SAC program in another Asha NYC/NJ project, perhaps to fund K12 education

· Graduations: The following six young women have graduated from their respective academic programs:

1. Sima Biswas: BA English (Pingla Thana Mahavidyalaya) 

2. Arpita Maity: BA English (Vidyasagar University)

3. Atasi Banerjee: BA Bengali (Pingla Thana Mahavidyalaya, Paschim Medinipur)

4. Archana Roul: BA English (Vidyasagar University, Midnapore)

5. Krishna Samanta: BA History (Raja NLK Women’s College)

We have not received information on what these young women plan on doing with their education.

· Managing donations: We have a Google-based spreadsheet which we use to track the progress of the children/donors/donations. It has the information of donors’ addresses and their donation options (ie installments/lumpsum/reminders? etc)
