Besides the daily coaching class which are held between 6 to  9 p.m  additional tuition classes are conducted on  Saturdays and Sundays between 10 a.m and 1 p.m for exam preparation,. Lots of revision tests will be conducted by the teachers. Special coaching for students appearing for the Board Exam(10+2 and 10th) will be given by the concerned teachers. Before the exam there will be tuition classes for all seven days in the week. During summer vacation the students are learning typewriting, short-term computer courses and spoken English.

      The Students are advised to attend the English Class during the summer vacation. During the summer vacation the English teacher teaches the full portion of  Vivekananda Spoken English lessons. It is  helpful to the students to improve their English knowledge..   

Long –term goals of the project (mention any changes you foresee) 


We started our Sowbhagya Educational trust during 1992 with the aim of giving basic education and polytechnic education to children from the financially weaker sections of society. Neelankarai and surrounding areas are coastal towns with a population of people engaged in fishing, construction workers and domestic workers. We sponsor children from the local panchayat school and provide for their education up to high school graduation. With Silicon Valley Asha ’s SAC program, we continue providing support for College and Professional Education to the students .  Before we received help from Asha, we used to sponsor 4 children a year and support them till they complete polytechnic. After we got help from Asha, starting in 2001, we sponsor 8 children every year and support them through school and college, polytechnic and professional courses like Engineering etc. We are able to notice good changes in the children. From the year 2006 we are sponsoring 4 students in VI Std from Neelankarai, Panchayat Union School instead of 8 as the professional and college education are also managed by sowbhagya Educational Trust. We are running this trust since 1992 successfully. We are no longer taking in new students into the trust as we want to support the education of all the current students till they complete college.
All the Students are doing well. Quarterly, half yearly mark sheets and college semester results have already been sent. 
Now,our sponsored students are interested to join in the post graduation courses. Special mention of the some of the students are as follows
1. M.Kavitha:- She has finished B.com in Queen Mary’s College, she got married in her final semester and she finished her degree course..Now she is doing M.Com., . 
2. A Vinothkumar:- He did his B.Sc(phy) and he is working as part time tuition teacher in our trust.Besides he is also taking some tuition classes to other outside students. He is working as full time teacher in YMCA school. He is our sponsored student and he is an ex-student of YMCA school. He graduates 100% of his Class X students in the State Board exams. Now he is doing M.Sc(phy) and M.Ed. Really it is a fantastic and remarkable  progress. He belongs to  financially weaker section. His sister is also  ex-student of our trust. She has finished B.Sc (Botany) and she is now working.. A Vinothkunar is drawing roughly Rs.10000/- p.m. He is managing his studies from his earnings. His aim is to become college professor. Wish him best of luck in his studies and carriers.
3. M.Anithamary, who graduated in April 2009 B.E (ECE) is working as a Technology Assistant in Ajuba solutions, a very well known BPO company in Chennai. She has got 91% in her final semester and stood college Ist and she has got first class with distinction. Apart from working, now she has now joined M.E in Sathyabama college of Engineering. For post graduation they are managing their studies from their own resources. All the sponsored students are teaching freely to our junior college students.
4. G Praveenkumar has passed B.Tech (I.T) in Vel’s Srinivasa College in 2010. Now he is working in TCS as Engineering Technology Assistant and he is drawing Rs.25000/- p.m. He got employment in Infosys also. The placement for him is Chennai in TCS, So he has joined in TCS..
5.  S Chitra who graduated in B.Sc Maths in 2010 from MGR Janaki Women’ College is      working in book publishing co as proof reader and she is trying for B.ED.
6.   S Vidya B.Sc(Biotech) is in her final year. She also wants to do B.Ed. All the graduate students who have passed from our trust from 2001 are well employed.
All High School students are also studying well. 1. V Dinesh 2) A.V.Sarathkumar 3) A.Rubini 4) T.Pavithra(English Medium) have written X std exam very well. 
8 students have written Plus two examination. The results of the same have been announced and all students have pssed plus two exams.

Description of current trust activities



The trust provides basic, higher, professional and technical education to financially weaker students from Neelankarai coastal villages. The children are supported from Class 6 till they complete their college education or polytechnic.  The families of the children are typically employed in fishing, construction work, domestic work and in trades like carpentry etc. We provide full tuition fees, textbooks, notebooks, stationery every year and 3 sets of uniforms are provided every alternate year to all the students. We provide tuition classes every weekday between 5 pm – 7 pm/8 pm and Saturday between 10 am – 1 pm. Sunday coaching between 10 am –1 pm, will be added during exam times. 

The tuition classes are instrumental for the progress of the children. 

The trustees also regularly mentor the children and know all the 

Children and their families very well and provide counselling. 

We are conducting trust meetings once in a three months and teachers meeting with trustees once in a month.

Description of Current facilities: Computer, buildings etc. How do you need to improve these facilities?  
   The Trust does not own any land and building or any other kind of infrastructure. All classes and trust activities are conducted in the homes of volunteers. A local well wisher has donated one computer. 

How do you think the children have improved in the last year? Please include progress reports of all the children, attendance reports and general comments about overall growth of each child.

    The children have shown good improvement in the last year. All the students have passed in the annual examination and have been promoted to the next higher classes.

We are regularly sending quarterly, half yearly and annual board exam results to Asha. In general most of the students are attending school and tuition regularly and are good in their studies. Only very few students are not studying well, they need extra concentration and mentoring. Around 75-80% of the students are studying well.
     For college students we have provided semester results. All the professional and graduate students who have graduated during 2009-10 have got jobs. We are proud of their achievements. In  Tenth and Plus two  examination  all the students have been passed out and their percentage of marks have been given. 
What are the problems you have faced in the last year?
Fortunately our Sowbhagya Educational Trust did not face any problems. Students are attending classes and tuition classes regularly.  All the students from VIII to IX  have passed out. As a matter of fact last year  our XII Board exam results and X results were extremely good  but unfortunately two students have failed in one subject in Plus 2 and they have rewritten the exam and passed out and now they are continuing their studies on their own. Two Engineering students and two B.Sc(C.S) and B.Sc(maths) and two B.com., students have graduated during 2009-10. One enginnering student has got I Class with distinction, one more B.E Stsudent has got Ist class.
