V. Dinesh has gained admission in SSN College of Engineering in Electrical and Electronics Engineering.  The Fee structure is as follows:
Yearly Fees:

 Rs. 1,20,000 

Total Fees for 4 years:

Scholarship from the Tamilnadu State Government for first generation graduate: 
Rs. 20,000 per year * 4 years = Rs. 80,000

The first year college fees of ~Rs. 1,20,000 needs to be paid by July 10th.  
Sowbhagya Trust is also applying for another scholarship with SSN Engineering college to reduce the fees.  In addition, medical college results are out on July 10th and the trust is waiting to see if Dinesh gets admission in medical college. 
However we cannot wait for either of these options, as the fees for SSN need to be paid around the 10th with any reimbursements coming later in case Dinesh joins Medical.

Will SV approve funding Dinesh’s Engineering education for a total expense of Rs. 3,40,000 over 4 years? 
The 1st year’s payment of Rs. 1,20,000 needs to reach by July 8th.
In case the trust is able to secure a scholarship to waive these fees either in full or part, or Dinesh gets into a government medical college, Asha SV can reduce the second installment for Dinesh’s subsequent years by the amount of the funding secured locally. 
Also, this is the final year of the trust requiring funds from Asha. Since only Dinesh needs to be supported by Asha SV, can the chapter consider sending the 4 year requirement of up to Rs. 3.4 lakhs in the year 13-14 itself as 2 installments? (The 4 year requirement could be much less if the local scholarship comes through).
This way, the trust can proceed with their FCRA wind down procedures. Else the trust will have to continue with all their current fcra compliance procedures for the sake of just one student for Rs. 1 lakh a year. The trust was hoping to wind down getting Asha funds with the year 13-14.
Thank you for your consideration of Dinesh’s Engineering Education. Dinesh is an extremely talented student, a first generation SC / ST graduate and it would be wonderful if a community could gather around to support his success.
