The Background:

Murshidabad district is the border district of West Bengal and our neighboring country Bangladesh. The border block on the bank of River Padma is at stake. People of six sansads of Ankhriganj GP of Bhagawangola II no block are severely affected with flood and river-bank erosion. They are living a frustrated life without any government support after disaster.

This year due to heavy rain around all the houses of the six gram panchayets of Bhagabangola-II block were attached by Padma river and river bank erosion. Houses got into the river. Followed by it continued long days rain and depression made the situation worst. Many homeless families have got migrated with family and children for begging to towns and cities. Rests are living life without home and grains. All the belongings are flooded out. No government support has reached the area even after 30 days as the area is non-communicable through roadways at present since last month.
At the initial stage before one month Murshidabad district partner of Rights and Equity For All (REFA) network wWest Bengal, Samaj Kalyan O Mahila Unnayan Kendra (SKMUK), a total women based organization, after investigating the actual condition of the affected families, informed Mandra Lions Club that in Mansurpur, Ghoshpara, Hakimpara, Paikmari, Hanschara and Mahismari areas around 5000 families are severely affected and living in distressed condition. Those families can not manage their two meals a day. But at present around 15000 families have got affected. The entire block is at stake now. Even now weather forecast department and media has not given any ray of hope on cease rain.

In the mean time AID USA has taken initiatives to raise fund for the distressed families of Murshidabad. They have supported some poly sheets and food grains for immediate relief. Our team are providing Raw Rice, Pulses and Potato. But the situation is going out of control. The devastation is so large that it needs multi support to control. BDO also has been informed on the situation and support. From AID fund we are providing only raw food grains and few tarpoline to some families ( 2500 population).
Apart from the Murshidabad district, in Purulia district where we are working since 20 years and running education centers supported by ASHA Stanford last 10 years i.e. Ayodhya hill villages are also affected by massive non stop rain.  Tribal mud built houses has got collapsed. Some thatching is damaged. The incident is with some of our students families of School in bag programme supported by ASHA STANFORD. They have also approached to us for polysheets (Tarpaulin) for temporary shed. 
In most cases the cattle shed has got smashed due to rain. And now cattle and human are staying in the same room.

Aug 6, 2010: Torrential rain during the month of June has left 5000 people homeless in the Murshidabad district of West Bengal. Nine villages on Nirmalchar have been completely flooded by the Padma River (sometimes known as Ganga) and about 15000 people have been critically affected. Nature took away the most from the ones who have the least – homes, utensils, clothes, grain stocks were destroyed and fields submerged. Majority of the affected population live on the infertile islands left behind by a shifting river course know as Chars.
AID Supports Immediate Relief 
AID responded by sending Rs. 5,00,000 to its partners Samaj Kalyan O Mahila Unnayan Kendra, Amaipara, Giaganj (SKMUK) & Mandra Lions Club, Purulia (MLC) in mid-July. Weekly rations are being provided to 167 families which will go on till middle of September. Tarpaulins have been provided to families whose homes have been broken. 
Situation Worsens
The situation worsened in the past few days as water levels rose and inundated 9 villages on Nirmalchar. There has been no media coverage and no Government assistance. MLC & SKMUK have been in touch with the block officials and are trying to mobilize Government relief.

A lot more support is needed to provide the marooned people with food, water and temporary shelter. Please donate generously to AID’s All India Relief Fund.

This support is requested from ASHA on emergency basis to meet out the immediate need. We are making media advocacy and govt. structure level advocacy in a massive way so that government relief is provided to these areas. Till now as this area gets flooded every year to its minimum extent government is not ready to accept it as disaster. But this year the situation is devastating. Due to inapproachability and lack of communication the issue is not getting highlighted. Only broader media coverage can do this. We have kept a kin contact with district media forum for highlighting the issue. We have taken them to the interior pockets of the affected areas with our boat and also providing them photographs and live Videos (scenario and peoples’ feedback) to show through their channel. Let us hope that government will take action soon and support the locality. We have already informed BDO and DM regarding the situation and requested for support.
N.B.: We mobilize the one of the leading news paper The BARTAMAN Bengali news paper already covered the news on 15.82011 and yesterday we have arranged a media team to move there i.e. Bartaman,Kolkata TV & Channel 10 and E Tv. Who are covering today i.e. 17.08.2011. (Kolkata TV & Channel 10 at 7 p.m. and E.Tv at 1.30 pm (already covered). Our intention to advocate media personnel for widely circulated the latest situation for which the government will be active for rescue them.)
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
