General:


The school reopened on 22 May 2002 after summer vacation. There were many children for admission and several were for admitted to 8th Standard. All the four children who had appeared for 10th standard examination passed in II Class and joined pre-university course (PUC).

The education program continued with the children divided into four groups according to their level. Four children were admitted newly to the lowest group.

The 8th standard has six new admissions. It is very encouraging that the new entrants have already been able to read Kannada and English. Similarly good progress has been evident in other children too.

Music: 


Music forms an every day activity for all children.

They can sing several songs in Kannada, English and Hindi. Songs in several Indian languages are also being taught.

Handicrafts and carpentry:

Among the handicrafts being taught are painting, collage work, sewing and pottery. Particularly encouraging is the fact that some of our senior children have become well versed in pottery to the extent of teaching this handicraft to others as was made evident in to recent summer camp. In this camp four of our children were able to engage over 100 children of other schools and guide them make several items of pottery.

The senior children have learnt to do simple carpentry work and they are able to make table and desks.

Gardening:

The children maintain a small garden where they grow several vegetables which they use in their mid-day meal.

Yoga exercises:

All the children are to do simple yoga exercises for 10 minutes everyday after the music sessions.

Cultural activities:

There was a cultural program by our children during February where in several excelled in drama and group songs. This program has helped them overcome stage fear.

Health and hygiene:

Supplementary food was provided to all children during lunch time to overcome dietary deficiencies, if any, which is evident in food provided in most local homes.

The money for this purpose was provided by our teachers and a well wishers by name Smt. Sudha who lives in New York.

Excursion:

All the children were taken on an excursion to visit a set of dams near H.D. Kote.

They also visited a Hospital and a tribal colony.

Other activities:

A group of volunteers from U.K., U.S.A and Australia spent 9 days with us for exposure. This was a good experience for our teachers and children.

An NGO called “Pratham” who are concerned with improvement of per-primary education have been using the teachers of our school as resource persons. Some of our children also acted as resource persons in the summer camp organized by the NGO and trained children of other schools in pottery.

A get together of present and old students was organized in which they shared their experiences.
