Site visit by Mr Jambunathan to Vidya Vrikshah.

Greetings. I had the pleasure of meeting Mr. Krishnaswamy

at vidya vrikshah again on 26th April. We had a general discussion on

production  and circulation of the multilingual braille magazine on braille embossed printer. The benefits accruing to the  visually impaired children on production of the magazine is too obvious to need

any reiteration.

 Following points were gathered during the discussion with Mr. Krishnaswamy.

Content of the magazine.

The braille magazine will be in three parts. The first part will be text books, the second a magazine section containing stories for the children and third will cover topics on general knowledge and general building up of motivation, self confidence etc.

Editorial

Volunteers who are experienced have experience in this area has already offered to be on the editorial board to bring out the magazine.

Periodicity

The magazine will be a monthly issue.

Running costs.

In an effort to keep down the running costs to the irreducible minimum used xerox papers will be made use of. The cost of despatch to the institutions will be nil as there is a  postage concession for sending Braille materials free of cost.

Reach of the magazine

Will be sent to all the schools and institutions for the visually impaired. The respective portions of the magazine ,textbook, story section, and general knowledge could be  bound periodically to bring about a complete volume.

visually impaired persons who have access to text books magazines on audio tapes ,or scribes reading for them will have the personal satisfaction of reading it themselves

These are some of the thoughts which I wanted to share with  you all.Mr Murali Padmanabhan, a visually impaired individual working as Project Leader in the Cheshire Home at Tiruvanmiyur was also with me during the visit and would be taking the three day training course on the multilingual editor  at vidya vrikshah in May first week.
