Progress Report 2005
Summary:

· A total of 202 students completed the session in 2005 (as compared to 167 in 2004).  This is tremendous progress in the school considering that it started in 2004.
· Grade V class was added (KG - V grade).  The quality of school is the best in the area.
· Uniforms were obtained for all students. Without uniform students were often mistaken to be secret informer by both Indian Army & Terrorist groups, thus creating fear from coming to school.  In addition, it was felt that uniforms instill a sense of discipline.

· Two additional class rooms and 2 toilets were added to the school

The quality of the school is the best in the area thus creating environment for quality competition among the schools in the area with other fees paying schools. Many well to do families desire to put their children in Asha (TEPS) as 95% seats are for needy children and only 5% seat for the children from rich families.

There were 202 students who studied till the end of the session i.e. very less drop out. In 2006, 280 students are expected. 

Children were provided uniforms. Without uniform they were often mistaken to be secret informer by both Indian Army & Terrorist groups, thus creating fear from coming to school. The uniform will last for two years. Uniform all help in discipline aspect as told by teachers.

A fee of Rs 5/student/month is charged.  It had been suggested by Asha volunteers that a fee should be charged so that students and parents take the school more seriously.  This fee is affordable by the very poor families as well.    

James Mentor had provided donations to purchase books and stationary.  Syracuse Chapter donated $ 2000 and with those funds two class rooms and 2 toilets were constructed.  In addition tables and desks were also purchased.
The proposal for poultry farm as a source to generate income is still in the plans.  However, the first priority with the amount of funding was to provide schooling for the children and therefore the focus in 2005 was to add the grade and improve the quality of education.   
Bihu visited the school in October and the trip report is provided below:

SITE VISIT FOR TRIBAL EMPOWERMENT PUBLIC SCHOOL

Dear, Jagdishji, and  all asha volunteer,

I left Tamulpur for Manipur on 16th Oct. 2005 reached Imphal on 17th oct. by Indian Air lines. Visited on tribal empowerment public school dated 20th Oct. 05.


Met Primrose, John and teachers (Stalin, Hegin, Danial, Angam and Aning) of the school.  It was a working day about 170 students were present. Classes from Nursery to Five are there with 7 Teachers who were present.

I was impressed with the discipline of the student and teachers all were cheerful and smart. 


There was complain of low salary which needs consideration.


Looking to the poverty of the area grant for reading material, play material, and uniform need be given. 


Mid day meal will help to balance the nutrition of the children who are under nurshed.


I talk about the weak health of the children. I was told that there is no Doctor and Health center near by.


I found everything in good.
