Progress Report – 2009
A total of 516 were enrolled in the school in 2009.

This year again, there were 6 students who passed the entrance exam for the Novodaya Vidyalaya and have secured admission until Class XII.  These students will be provided with free room and board and uniforms etc until they finish school.  Two years in a row, 6 students have passed this exam.  This is a great achievement for the TEP school as they have continued in maintaining a good standard in education. 
Rose who is managing the school has been given an award for her over all commitment and performance in the school (in north east India) by an NGO organization. She was presented with a cash award of Rs 10,000 in an award function held in Guwahati. 
Students were taken on an excursion for education in three places, Loktak Lake, Bisenpur where Subhash Chandra Bose statue is there and Khuka Dam. Students enjoyed the trip and it provided a learning opportunity.  In October the school organized the annual sports week.  The students look forward to this event as this is one of the few opportunities that these students get to have fun.

In Dec 2009, Asha awards were given to 3 students from each class and 4 teachers for their achievement.
Midday meal program continued again this year and this program helps in reducing sickness related to starvation.  The duckery and fishery farm that were started as an experiment in 2008 continued to produce some fish and eggs that were used for mid-day meals.  The production was of the same magnitude as that in 2008.
During Joy’s visit in 2009, he trained the teachers with what he has learned regarding teaching techniques from his daughter’s school in Delhi.  The people from World Vision were at the school and they provided information to students and teachers regarding hygiene etc with an objective of preventing illness
