· LAHRC is in the process of building local funds for the POs with a view to creating self-sustainability. The seven POs have around Rs.12 lakhs as their reserve fund.  Efforts are on to increase the fund; as an example lately, they printed JAI ADIVASI calendars with legal information and various other useful information (these calendars also served as publicity and mobilization tools).
