The schools, which are run with, the help of AID and ASHA worked for the second year  in Giduturu panchyat, G.madugula mandal, Vishakapatanm district. All the schools are now have woven grass roof, little playground and fencing. All schools procured black boards; slates, some charts, books and books to teachers.

The schools in Vasamamidi, Gemmalabaru and Gurralagummi are shifted to Vedurupalle and Pedaporlu as the government started its schools in the first 2 villages. The Gurralagummi School is closed due to poor attendance (average attendance is 7 to 9).

 The Ganugurolu School, which is being run with the help of Prajashakti vidya sangham, is now shifted to this project as the financial help from them stopped. Out of the 10 schools started, 7 completed two years.

Let us now look at the progress made by each school.

· Jerrayye- The average attendance here is 18 to 22. 9 children from this school  joined ashram school this year.

· Nittamamidi- The average attendance here is 15 to 18. 3 children from this school  joined ashram school this year.

· Boddumamidi- The average attendance here is 22 to 25. 6 boys from this school  joined ashram school this year.

· Neyyalbanda- The average attendance here is 15 to 17. 4 children from this school  joined ashram school this year.

· Chilakamamidi- The average attendance here is 20 to 23.

· Gangurolu- The average attendance here is 16 to 20. 5 children from this school joined ashram school this year.

· Pedaporlu-  This school started functioning from December when the Vasamaidi School is closed in November-2003. The average attendance here is 19 to 22.

· Vedurupalle- This school started functioning after Gurralagummi School is closed in April-2003. The average attendance here is 18 to 22.

· Sitabandhala- This school is not functioning well and the cooperation from the villagers was not also present. The average attendance is also meagre. (8 to 10)

· Bangarubuddi- The average attendance here is 17 to 19.

Change in Teachers:

· T.Balakumar who is working as teacher in Sitabandhala School is discharged from duties in May 2003. P.M.Kondababu worked from June 2003 to March 2004. The teacher in Bangarubuddi School was removed from service in November 2003 and A.Narsimharaju has taken the responsibility from Jan 2003.

· D.Ramachandrarao who is working as teacher in Vedurupalle was removed from service in April 2003, Balaiahdora is continuing as teacher from May 2003 on wards.

Other social activities:

The teachers in our schools are not only running the schools but also helping the villagers in many aspects.

Ration cards-

When the government is issuing new ration cards our teachers are helping the villagers in writing application forms and sending them to MRO offices.

Drought rice-

As per the supreme court orders the Primitive tribal groups are eligible to get Antyodaya Anna yogana cards. Our teachers are helping the villagers in writing the petitions and handing them over to the officials.

Medicines and health-
 We disbursed emergency medical kits worth 2,000/- to all the schools with the money left unspent at the end of the year.

The teachers are given training in how to use them. In every village medical registers are kept and the distribution of medicines are recorded.
