KONDU TRIBAL CHILD LABOUR SCHOOL WORK REPORT

(APRIL 04 TO MARCH 05)

The Schools are run with the help of AID and Asha in Giduthuru panchyat of G.Madugula mandal of Vishakapatnam of AP have completed three years this year. This is the last finical report (2004-2005) for the project. This year schools run satisfactorily. The progress so far is given below.

The school in Sithabanda was shifted to Dabbagaruvu from August 2004 because of the poor attendance and non cooperation from the villagers. This was done in spite of several attempts to improve the situation. 

 Let us  look at the progress made by each school.

· Jerrayye- The total strength of the school is 20. The average attendance is 18 of this 13 are girl students. Except two all are in the 1st  standard. During the last academic year(2004-2005) from this school 9 students joined the ITDA residential  schools. This year no students have joined the residential school.
From the beginning of this school G.Dayarao is working as a teacher.

· Nittamamidi- The total strength of this school is 22 and the average attendance is 18. 12 of them are girl students. 4 Students are now able to write, do simple arithmetic. In the following academic year 3 students will join the government residential schools.
Mr.K.Simhachalam who has been working for the last two years was asked to resign due to his unsatisfactory performance after giving ample time to improve his performance. In his place we have appointed T.Eshwarao. After his appointment the attendance as well as students learning has improved.
· Boddumamidi- The total strength of the school is 25 and the average attendance is 20. 9 of them are girl students. 3 Students are now able to write, do simple arithmetic. In the following academic year 3 students will join the government residential schools.
From the beginning of this school K.Chennaia is working as a teacher and he is a Kondh. Unfortunately he has discontinued from December 2004 with out notice. We waited for a month and appointed A.Applaraju in his place from February 2005. A.Apppalaraju was working as a teacher in Raipalem school in V.Maduguala mandal which was supported by PSVS.
· Chilakalamamidi- The total strength of the school is 20. The average attendance is 17. 6 of them are girl students. 8 Students are from the 2nd Standard. The remaining are in the 1st standard. In the following academic year 3 studnents will join the government school.
From the beginning V.Nagabushanarao is working in this school.

· Ganugurolu- The total strength of this school is 20. The average attendance is 17. 5 of the them are girl students. 7 students are in the 2nd standard students the remaining are in the 1st standard. In the following academic year 2 students will join the the government school.
· Pedaporlu-  The total strength of this school is 21 and 6 of them are girl students. The average attendance is 16. The number of students in the 2nd standard is is 5 and the remaining 16 are in the 1st standard. In the following academic year 2 students will join a government school.
· Vedurupalle- The total strength in this school is 24 and the number of girl students 9. 6 students are in the second standard and the rest are in the 1st first standard. The average attendance is 19. 4 students ore going to join in govt school in coming year.
· Dabagaruvu- The total strength is 23 and girl students is 6. The average attendance is 19. The number of 2nd standard students is 5 and the rest are in the 1st standerd. 4 students will join the government school next year.
· Bangarubuddi- The total number of students is 15 and the number of girl students are 6. The average attendance is 13. 2 of them in the 2nd second standard. None of the  students are to join the government  school.
One of the primary conditions in the recruitment of the teachers is he/she should reside in the village with the community. A. Narsimharjau the teacher of this school failed to follow this and so far we have given him notice.
· Neyyalabanda-The total strength of this school is 21 and the number of girl students is 9.The average attendance is 17. 5 students are in 2nd standard and the rest are in the 1st  standard. 2 students will join the government school in following year.

The local government  officer appointed a Vidya (eduction) volunteer in the village on October 2004. So we shifted this school to a village called Thiyamamidi. After this the Neyyalabanda villagers approached to us and requested us  to continue with this school. We tried to explain that they would be avail free food for the children if the government vidya volunteer were to continue. However they refused and said that they preferred us. Later they made a written petition to the local government stating that they did not want the Vidya Volunteer.
Other Schools

We are running 4 schools with the help of PSVS an NGO in Ravipalem, Kondavidi, Vakaplle and Thadivalasa of V.Madugual mandal. Since April 2004 PSVS has withdrawn their support for these school due to financial constraints. We have accommodated these schools within the budget of Kondh schools. These schools are situated in village with no access to the regular schools. The present status  of these schools is as given bellows.

Vakaplly- 

situated in Konam Panchayati of Chidikada mandal. To reach this school one should cross a reservoir by boat. The total strength of this school is 23. This year the government appointed a Vidya volunteer teacher. We have stopped our school since January.

Kondveedhi

Kondveedhi is a hamlet of Jalampally Panchayati in V.Madugula village. This school is run by Ch.Appalakond a tribal handicapped young man. The total strength of the school is 17 and 11  of whom are girls. 7 students are in the second standard and during  this education year 3 student will join the mainstream school. The average attendance is 11.

Raipalem

This village is a hamlet of Sankaram Panchayati of V.Madugula. The total strength of the school is 19 and 9 are girl students. The average attendance is 15. This year one student is going to join residential school.
A.Applarju is working as a teacher in this school. We requested him to take charge of Boddumamidi school because of is commitment and dedication. He accepted this and has taken charge of Boddumamidi school form January this year. A.Rajyalkshmi is working in Thadivalasa village. She taken responsibility of Raipalem school. We stoped the Thadivalas school from January.
Other  activities:

Excursion to Vishakapatnam
On 18 of December 2004 we organized a trip for 70 children of 10 schools to Visakapatnam. This was their first visit to a big city. They visited the Zoo, Kailasagiri hill from which they were able to view the city and the sea. The children enjoyed the trip. Atop the Kailashagiri hill, which is developed into a tourist place by the urban development authority when asked their feedback they said that instead of the garden it may have been a good idea to do Podu (slash and burn cultivation).  
Summer camp

We organized a three days summer camp for Kondh children on March 22, 23, 24, 2005. During these days sports, games and different activities were organized. Mr.Ramakrishanaraju(a friend of Sandeep Pande) of Harmony Concepts of Hyderabad and two journalists and one journalist photographer  from Hindu and Andhra Joyti also visited the summer camp and they wrote special articles in their papers. In this summer camp 70 children participated along with their teachers.

Children dairy

This year we introduced children dairy. The teacher should maintain a dairy for every days activity and what the students learn every day should be recorded in the dairy. The teacher should submit a copy of the dairy along with monthly work report.

Other social activities

Rally for Primitive Tribal Grope PTG Ration cards

As for the supreme court orders all the PTG were entitled to get the Anapurna Anthyodaya Anayojana cards (kg. rice Rs 3.50). Kondhs are recognized as PTG’s by A.P Government. All the school teachers wrote petitions for the villages and submitted it to the Mandel revenue officer of G. Madugula. But nothing happened. On 18th of February,2005 they participated in a rally organized by tribal organizations and submitted a petition to Project Officer ITDA. 200 Kondh tribals form 10 schools along with the teachers participated.
Medha patkar visit
On October 1,2004 National Alliances Of Peoples Movement’s national convener Medha Patkar visited the displaced tribals in the colony of Peddaru reservoir of Jalampally of V.Madugula. The Teachers along with Kondh tribal and children participated in  the welcome procession and public meeting in Raipalem village. 300 tribals and 50 children participated in this and they performed the Dimsa dance.
Co-operative socity
For the establishment of Kondh Co-operative society the teacher took pains to launch this idea. They conducted village level meetings and motivated the kondh tribals to join in this co-operative. Within two months we got enrollment of 206 tribals in the co-operative paying each one Rs 112 (Rs100 as share and Rs 12 as membership fees).

With the teachers help we organized the  first general body meeting on 30th of January, 2005 in Gangurolu Village. Kondhs from all the ‘school’ villages participated with great enthusiasm and hope. Because of the teacher participation and dedication this was possible.
