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I. Bird View of the progress 

 The child labour identification and rehabilitation activities were successfully carried out. The parent community and public involvement also been considered this period as importance to make this rehabilitation programme effective and success. From the beginning of this programme from survey/identifications of working children from various sectors we had interacted with parents and owners of the children keeper and motivate them to extend their cooperation to rehabilitate these working children through Bridge Schools where the identified children would brought and provided essential education, accommodation and boarding support. 
Last year about identified and selected 25 children 09 girls and 16 boys who had identified and brought them to Bridge School centre Bhadravathi where these children have been supported to have had orientation, motivation and exposure training. Then after these children have been rejoin to main stream of education that is join them to government schools. Which is again based the children age and class in which she was dropped out. 

During this reporting period following activities were carried out for the children 
· Orientation and motivation Process 
· The process of join the children to formal School
· National Festivals celebration 
· Regular bimonthly Health check up 
· Exposure visits to historical places and Institutions 
· Street play on Child Rights
· Teachers capacity building trainings/workshops 
· Special Coaching Classes

· Parents Meetings
a. Orientation and Motivation Process 

The working children who were identified through survey would be brought them to bridge schools where these children would under gone orientation and motivation process during which children would leave them to play and interact friendly with individuals and motivate them to simple reading and writing skills. During this time these children would change the set up minds towards working to learning. But during this process there would no compulsion to children to be writing or read. Meanwhile the parents of these children also been consider interacting for their cooperation and support to keep their children here and provide education support.

These motivation processes would take three to four months but some children take 6 months to change their attitude of works. 

b. The process of join the children to formal School
As the school academic year would start from June, the process of rejoin them to formal Government Schools will be begins. During the month of June the age wise and the class in which they had dropped out; the children would admits to government schools near by the centre. The essential books, bags and uniform would be provided to all the children. Current year about 9 girls and 16 boys were rejoined to formal schools. They are happily going to schools regularly. 
c. National Festivals celebration 

To develop the knowledge and consciousness of nationalisms, patriotisms, Integrity/Unity among the children there is need to have some special national festivals celebrations in the centre. Every year selected national festivals like Indian Republic Day celebration on 26th January, National Independence celebration on 15th August every year, Teachers day celebration on 5th September, Gandhijayanthi celebration on 2,October every year, Children’s Day celebration on 14th November are very important days observes in the bridge school. 

Special invitees from locally and education department officials used to participate in the prgoramme where the chief guest would address the children and tress the points on importance of these days and personalities struggle, scarifies and their dedication towards nation development. This points would have positive impacts among the children to adapt the nationalisms and other characters of the personalities. 
d) Regular bimonthly Health check up 

All 25 children of this centre had under gone regular health check up through which the children health problems have been identified and given treatment and suggestions to have better personal hygiene and healthy. This health check up practices has helped us to keep our children healthy and progressive in curriculum and sports. Especially the girls are giving more towards their health and helping others to keep environment clean and healthy in the centre. Dr.Santhosh, Dr.Veena and Dr.Prakash facilitated their service towards us. 
e) Exposure visits  

Bridge School children of Bhadravathi centre had visited important historical places like Belur, Halebeedu, Mysore places have very significant history where we could see the skills of sculptures who had been engraved the beautiful monuments. Belur Channakeshava Temple, Halebeedu Temple are world famous. Children have seen different historical temples. This visits had enable the children have insight on Indian and Karnataka culture and custom, architecture skills of our people had depicted in these temples and monuments. 

We are happy to share that we saw the beautiful monuments and temples here. Especially The Hoysaleshwara temple at Halebeedu was very nice. There were various kinds of Idols which were chiseled by very talented sculptures. Many monuments have had been destroyed by the attack of Mallikapoor a Muslim military commander of King Allah Ud-Deen Khilzi of Delhisulthan.  Belur Channakeshava Temple is also very attractive with its glorious architecture. The beautiful idols of Shilabalkiyaru of the temple with various dancing angles attracting many peoples from outside the state and country. 
Mysore and its surround places have very significance in formal social science syllabus. Where the children could easily understood the various kingdoms and ruler their contributions towards construing the nation. 
f) Street play on Child Rights 

Bridge School children team from Bhadravathi centre had performed street play on various child labour and Child rights issues at 10 Project villages of Bhadravathi taluk, they had performed street plays at 5 slums and 5 villages; it was two hours play where different children has performed different situations of current status of Children who are at work; with facing physical, mental harassment by owner and landlords. Mainly street plays tried to convey the message of like human beings, children also have their own rights; they are of Education rights, protection rights, cultural rights,. The gathered village community have appreciated the hidden talents of children and also become aware about the Child rights. The village where the children performed street plays has good impacts that three schools drop outs parents agreed to send their children to school from coming academic year. This street plays played very important role in generating awareness about Child Rights and importance of Child education. About 7500 people would get awareness and educated about need of their role and responsibilities in eradicating the child labours.
g) Special Coaching Classes 

As the children have tri semester examination in the month of January and February 2006, there were a special coaching classes for each subject, Kannada, English, Mathematics and Social Science. The children are working hard to get good grade in the examination.  We will intimate you about the progress of oncoming examination in the next progress report.

Children have got good grade in the previous examinations where 15 children got A grade in all subjects, 10 children got B grade. 

h) Parents Meetings 
The parents were get together two months once at Bridge School centre Bhadrvathi and discuss about their children curriculum status, health and other children education related issues with VIKASANA management committee and with staff. During this time there would share the children improvement, progress and expected cooperation and support. In the same time children would interact with their mother, father or uncle/aunty express their feelings and happiness.  Some of the parents would bring some sweets, clothes, sandals to the children. These regular meetings helping to build good rapport with the children.    

Conclusion

The Child labour rehabilitation programme are successfully implementing every year and 25 children would have been mainstreamed in each year and the overall the programme has effective in creating awareness among the public about social evil of Child labouring and its consequences on the society. But the programme needs long term support to continue our efforts to make child labour free society. The communities have been giving moral support to us to make this programme more effective useful.
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
