Annual Report for 2006
Monalisa met the ACRD volunteers and a few students and staff for Nartap High School on 25th January 2006 at her residence in Guwahati. She has reviewed the very detailed "monitoring indicators" for both Bonpura Primary and Nartap High school. 

In October, Vallabh Bhai from Asha Kashi visited the 2 schools.  Detailed trip report is on the website.  He emphasized to the villagers that they should work towards making the school self-sustaining in future and suggested some ways to achieve that goal.  He also recommended teachers training, starting a library and providing some mid-day snacks at the Bonpura school among other suggestions.

Budget and funding:

Budget was approved in August and total of $6500 was sent to ACRD.

Key accomplishments:

1.
Out of 24 regular students 11 passed. One girl secured 2nd division with 57%, securing 62% in math. Out of 35 private students (only 24 students were allowed to appear as regular candidate this time), 15 have passed. So a total number of 26 students have passed.  The result is better than last time as out 26 students only 7 had passed with 3rd division last time.

The world environment day was observed in a big way by NHS and ME-School on 5th of June. Dr. Krishna Sharma along with two other resource persons attended the program who interacted with the children and teachers. Some trees  were planted in the school premises on that day. A water filter was given for the students by ACRD. It seems that an awareness has been generated among the teachers who have been really working sincerely nowadays. The prize distribution ceremony of the annual sports of Bonpura LP school was on Saturday, 10th of June and ACRD provided football, carom board, ludo, chinese checker etc. to the children so that they feel encouraged.

3.
The Annual day of NHS was observed on 24th November. A general meeting was held where the students were distributed prizes for their performance in games & sports, dance & songs etc. The meeting was attended by the parents also, but the number of parents was very few. The awareness among the parents is yet to be generated. It is also possible that the parents did not attend because it was harvesting time.  Perhaps changing the time of the program may help in increasing parents attendance.  ACRD contributed by giving 30 books to the children as prizes. Mr Bolin Bordoloi, who is the President of ACRD  donated Rs 3000/-to the best alrounder student of the school.

A music teacher was appointed for Nartap HS.
