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Nartap High School is a venture school established in 1988 at a remote place of Dimoria Block of Kamrup district named Nartap. Ninety percent of the students belong to tribal communities from the near by villages up to the border of Meghalaya, the neighboring state. The school has a very good infrastructure which has been developed with the help of community’s participation. But the school was not provincialized and the teachers were working honorary in the school for many years which affected the quality of education in the school. The ACRD-Asha For Education Programme has helped to improve the quality of education in the school since the school was adopted in 2003. Through this programme, the teachers and non teaching staff of the school have been paid an honorarium every month which has motivted them to teach in the school.The performance of the students in the School Leaving examination has become better than previous years because of the efforts of the teachers. 
Summer coaching classes were organized during the month of July for the students of class ten when they had the summer vacation. The teachers and the school committee members visited all the students before the final Board’s examination to motivate the parents to encourage their children and students to study for the examination. Regular quarterly guardians meetings were organized to discuss about the issues of education in the school to improve the performance of the students. A fifteen days Vocational training was organized for the students of class IX during the month of July when summer vacation was going on. The trade taught to them were cane and bamboo work, carpentry, and mobile and TV repair etc. 

To become self - sustainable, the Nartap High School has taken some steps with the initiative of Asha-ACRD. A farm has been developed in the premises of the school where more than five hundred betel nut plants have been planted and hundred fruit trees have been grown. The school authority has been maintaining the farm by involving the students. Because of the dryness of the soil, it has become difficult to maintain the plants but the school authority has taken care of the farm by digging a well in the middle of the farm from which water has been poured in the plants. The fencing of the farm has been regularly repaired to protect the farm from cattle. It is expected that the trees will bear fruits after a period of five years. 
The Annual School Day was observed during February where the students who received prizes in various events of sports and music during school week were given awards. Some outstanding students were given Asha Award who performed well in overall. 

During 2012, 58 students appeared in the Board’s examination and 35 students could succeed in the examination. Nine students secured second division and one of them got letter marks in Geography. One student got a one-time scholarship in the North East Talent Search Competition. Four girls from the school were the members of the Champion Team of National Kho kho game held at Ranchi, Jharkhand during the year. One boy and one girl from the school were declared as best players in the Inter District competition of Kho kho game.

A sum of Rs Five lakh was sanctioned to the school by the Integrated Tribal Development Project of Kamrup District, Assam for constructing a 40/20 ft hall in the premises of the school. The construction of the hall has been complete now. A computer laboratory with 10 computers has been developed in the school under The Rajiv Gandhi Computer Education Program implemented by AMTRON during 2012-13.

The school has introduced Scout & Guide program in the school from this year and one teacher has already been imparted training on Scout & Guide. 
Bonpura Primary School: 
During the year, four evaluation tests were held in Bonpura Primary School. Twelve children were promoted from class V and got admitted in the Middle school. The total number of students is 90 in five classes. Like the previous year, this year also the teachers of the school have visited the houses of the students to request the parents to send their children to school. It should be mentioned here that because of extreme poverty of the villagers, the parents don’t want to send their children to school as they have to go out to work in the field or for daily wage earning leaving behind their small children at home to be looked after by older siblings. So the teachers have to visit the houses of the children to motivate their parents to send to the school.

Other than academics taught in the school, the students are regularly taught physical exercises, sing and dance which develop interest of the students to study and come to school regularly. The Annual sports day was observed and the students were distributed prizes out of which the outstanding students were given Asha award.

The site of Bonpura Primary school is very low and is affected by floods at least twice a year for which it is difficult to grow plants in the school But in spite of that, some plants have been planted in the premises of the school this year.  As part of Work experience, the students of BPS have been taught to make bamboo hand fan, tray, siever, basket etc. and the girls are taught stitching and embroidery work in the in the class room. The teachers also teach the students to make various types of fruits and objects made of clay.
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
