REPORT OF THE YEAR 2010-11
The admission process started from January till February. Annual sports and school week was held during February-March of 2010 in both schools.

A six day training program was organized on bamboo craft during the summer vacation in the month of July.  Eighteen students of class IX and X attended this workshop. Coaching classes (duration 22 days) were organized for the students of class IX and X during the summer vacation.  In the coaching classes Math, Science and English were taught. Experienced teachers were engaged to teach these subjects in the coaching classes.
In the last HSLC Board examination, pass percentage was 55%. No student secured first division. Four students got second division and one student got letter mark in one subject. A meeting was held with the school teachers, guardians and local people to review the results.
Twelve girls from the school were sent to Kolkata to participate in the International youth Festival held during January, 2010.  They were accompanied by two teachers of the school. The students performed traditional tribal dances in the youth conference.

Two students from Nartap High School, named Ms Barnali Tumung and Ms Lakhmi Tumung participated in the winning team of state level games of Kho-kho and Kabbadi held during December, 2010. They also participated in the National level level Kabadi game held at Bihar.

The students of class X were taken on educational exposure tour to Guwahati during December, 2010. They were taken to Kalakhsetra, Science museum, planetarium, airport etc.

Keeping in mind the sustainability of the school, a farm has been developed in the premises of Nartap High School. The effort was started during March- April, 2010 with the initiative of Sunita Changkakati. The vacant land belonging to the school, behind the school building was prepared for farm. Six hundred twenty betel nut plants, fifteen banana plants, twenty lime trees, thirty guava trees and twenty coconut plants were planted in the farm.

The floor, windows and walls of the school have been repaired and painted. Some baskets to be used as dustbins made by the students themselves have been put in the school compound and steps have been taken to maintain cleanliness within the school compound.

For library of NHS, text books, guide books and other books on General Knowledge, travel books, life story, short story etc have been purchased.  For BPS, books on stories, pictures, charts, etc have been purchased.  The books were purchased during Book Fair in December. Books on both in Assamese and English languages have been purchased in NHS.
The types of awards given to the students were for outstanding performances in sports, best student, most disciplined, punctuality etc. Last year no award was given for the best performer in HSLC Board examination, as no student secured first division. Awards were given in the as books, medals, cup, certificates etc to the students at both Bonpura and Nartap schools.
Planning for the Current Year:

The computer will be installed during the current month and along with the computer, table and chair will be purchased.

As per government policy, during 2010-11 academic session, the classes of VIII standard has been shifted to Middle School and the High Schools are having only IX and X standards now. So, there is no enrollment of students in class VIII this year. It has been felt that since the number of students has reduced, there is no necessity of constructing a new class room this year which was sanctioned during last year. So, the saved money will be spent on the fencing of the farm which requires about a lakh of rupees. About 250 branches of trees were planted to be used as posts of the barbed fencing of the farm last year so that they also grow simultaneously. But the branches did not survive and as a result the fencing became loose. So, it has been planned that concrete pillars will be used as post of the fencing instead of tree branches. 
Some villagers/guardians/well wishers have donated eight number of ceiling fans to the school which will be fitted shortly. This will also require fitting iron grills in the windows for which there is the need of some money. The saved money from construction work will be used in fitting iron grills of the class rooms.

Number of students at NHS is 192  
Class X= 57, Class IX=70 ( Section-A) + 65( Section=B) = 192

Number of students at BPS= 103

Class A (‘Ko sreni’)= 28, Class 1=15, Class II= 19, Class III= 16, Class IV= 12, Class V= 13

Regarding the increase or decrease the number of teachers because of the changes by government with respect to the classes that belong to high school or elementary schools - the number of teachers in NHS is ok as per government norms, because if the school is taken by the Government in future, the number will remain same. But the Government will allow only two teachers in BPS in future, so if the number of teachers is increased, the person will not get any benefit from the Government.
Will the schools be taken by the Government:  The discussions on taking up all the venture schools in Assam (by the Government) are ongoing on a regular basis. There are 1,50,000 teachers and non-teaching against 17,000 venture schools in Assam who have organized rally, dharna, protest etc. several times for provincialisation of the schools. The Government has agreed to pay a fixed amount as financial assistance to all the teachers (which is very nominal) but there will not be any funds for the development and maintenance of the schools. So there is a chance that the schools may get some money for the teachers by next year as financial assistance. In that case Asha may not give salary to the teachers. I think Asha may withdraw phase wise in these two school instead of withdrawing suddenly. Because the schools will need some support of maintenance and other development.  However, it remains to be seen if the teachers will indeed be paid by the Government.  This being the election time, all kinds of promises are being made by politicians.
