Report: 
As per the above table, 150 children out of 176 are already attending regular schools.  Efforts are on to get others also to join regular schools.
School functioning details:

* How many hours of schooling do children get per day?      Two  hours
* For how many days per week do children attend school?      5 days plus Saturday is used for special classes by expert teachers in specific subjects for the higher class students.
* For how many months per year do children               11 & half months
     attend school? 

Facilities for children:

Note books, pen and other learning materials excepting books (as they are given free to regular school going students) are provided to all the regular school going children.

For those who are not attending the regular schools, the books are also provided. Evening nutritive refreshment by way of peanuts, sundal, mixture, fruit, biscuits are also given to the children. One set of uniform dress, non uniform dress and also a pair of footwear is also provided to the students.
Classes:
The students of regular schools attend coaching classes at Asha schools in the evening hours and also on Saturdays and holidays to improve their learning skills and also to improve their levels in their examinations. Special English communication classes are held to improve their English communication skills. Special teachers are appointed for the purpose. They review their regular school lessons done on the day and they receive inputs for the next day’s lessons. Each student is individually attended as he or she belongs to different classes.

Weekly Teachers training cum meeting cum workshop: 

Every week, the teachers assemble at the CDDP campus at Nedumbaram to  discuss and finalize lesson plan for the following week. They mutually exchange their experience, knowledge and skill to develop methodology and techniques for improving the standard of the children. Whenever needed, we invite expert resource persons from outside.

Report on Summer camp for students and teachers of Asha schools:

The Summer Camp for students was held from 23rd of May to 28th of May 2005 during the holidays of the students.

The objectives of conducting this camp:

For students:

1. To impart better learning skills for the students studying in 9th and 10th standards and also for students studying in 6th to 8th standards md of our Asha schools.

2. To make aware various simple techniques that would enable them to score better marks in their examinations.

3. To increase their capabilities in reading, writing and speaking English language.

4. To motivate them to consider their studies as enjoyable venture.

For Teachers:

1. To make the teachers to obtain better teaching skills through the participation in demo teaching by teaching experts.

2. To involve the teachers in the participatory teaching-learning techniques for making them to adopt such techniques in their schools.

3. To make aware nuances of teaching effectively each of the subjects those are taught in the schools.

4. To make them understand different ways of making the education enjoyable for the students.

Students: 
40 students drawn from Nedumbaram, Arungulam  and Nallattur villages participated. They were divided into two groups:one of 9th and 10th classes and the other of 6th to 8th classes. Both the groups were dealt separately. The classes were held morning three hours and evening three hours. One subject was dealt for one half hours. 

Location: 

The camp was held in our CDDP campus at Nedumbaram. Food, tea and snacks were provided students, teachers and resource persons.

Methods used: 

We drew at least one expert teacher from each of five subjects: English, Tamil, Mathematics, Science and Social Science. However, primary importance was given to English and Mathematics in which the students found it difficult to score enough marks.

Each subject was dealt one or two sessions in a day. Each session consisted of  one and half hours.

English was split into two categories: one relating to general improvement of English in speaking, writing and reading. The other was relating to improvement of their learning in English as their class subject. Similarly for other subjects, functionality of the subjects was also taught along with their class subjects.

Participatory learning techniques were followed. We used games and group discussions both for students and teachers to understand various important aspects relating to teaching-learning process.

The students were able to understand and obtain some basic skills for upgrading their learning methods.The teachers were able to upgrade their teaching skills through their involvement in the demo teaching activities.

Outome:
The Camp could give the students and teachers the basic motivation for upgrading their skills in the teaching learning- process. This platform would give them the interest for involvement in such future camps. Every body felt follow-up camps were necessary to sustain the skills and also for further up gradation.

Special visitors during the period:

Representing Asha, SV, Mrs. Sandhya Sundar, Mr. Muralidharan and Mr.Chandrasekhar have made visits to our schools.
