I have completed the scrutiny of the books of accounts and the related vouchers, as presented to me, of Asha-CDDP schools for the year 2005.  The summary of actual expenses and the comparison with the budgets can be seen in the excel worksheets enclosed.

note that about 29% of the total expenses are spent on direct educational inputs (School fees, text books, notebooks, teaching staff salary); 55% on indirect educational inputs (Uniforms, footwear, teachers’ training etc.,); about 8% on cultural expenses; and the balance on administrative expenses.  The ratios point in the right direction.  The primary focus of Asha-CDDP schools is to function as a facilitating agency for the under-privileged school-going children and provide some basic education for those children who cannot be admitted in the schools.  If this is the objective, my feeling is that it is well served.  I am sure that you are getting reports on the success rates of the children, the drop out data and other related inputs to satisfy yourselves.  On the whole, I continue to have positive feelings about the activities, but as I am not a contributor, I cannot say whether it matches the intended objectives.

Mr.Sethunarayanan was kind enough to call me as a guest on the annual get together that was conducted on 7 Jan. 2006 at Nedumbaram.  Sports activities, elocution contests, singing of Bharatiyar songs and plays by the school children were featured as part of

the proceedings.  It was a very satisfying experience for me.
