Basic subjects taught in all schools are Hindi, English, Math and Science.  Teacher monthly meetings are held to discuss strategy, reports of children, and training programs. Summer camps are being held at Springdale (girls wanted to study, students make charts, bags and files with jute, crafts from waste material etc. as a part of the camp), stitching classes are held as part of vocational training especially to the girls (since they primarily end up doing housework at home) to keep them away from being indoors at home.  Emphasis is on maintaining interest in education, making students independent, avoid early marriage, and provide admissions to mainstream schools. Children’s assembly is held every Saturday where children are encouraged to write essays and stories on topics of local interest. Filing board exam forms for 8th grade level children for few children.

How do you think the school has improved in the last 6 months?

Kids are keen to stay in school, they don’t want to leave.  The number of students have increased by approximately 40%.  There has been a focus on health and hygiene in schools.  Details of every student’s progress is maintained.
