Budget of Asha Samajik Vidyalaya 

Dear Mellie, Shirsh, Caroline,

I sincerely thank all of you for your prompt response to our request for funds for “Asha Samajik Vidhalaya”. I have been asked by Sonia to clarify and send the new budget attached herewith.

This budget reflects expansion of work not only in terms of geographical areas but also  new dimensions which are evolved in the last few months. This budget is based on following reflections and requirements---

1.Total no of children—500

2.Total no of teaching centers---- urban area—5 + rural area---5 ==Total 10 centers

3. No of vocational training center----1

4.Total no of teachers and coordinators---13+2=15

5.Through our experience of working with street children and children staying in slum areas we felt the need to link our efforts to livelihood options for these children.

Apart from providing basic education we strongly felt that we can help in enhancing their skills for self reliance and to increase their bargaining position in hostile environment where their basic needs are also violated. With this understanding we  made some efforts to start a tea stall. We had to face corruption, repression and not only apathy but violation of street children rights to survive and work for livelihood.

We are trying to work out whether we can provide them some other sustainable option. But we need a place where we can provide them some training, at present school is run

on railway platform.

6.The same issues are faced with children from slum areas. Most of the children  

coming to our other centers are either forced to drop out or work part time to earn

livelihood. We have large no of girls in our schools who also work as domestic

servants. Many of these girls belong to Muslim community and are skilled in well

known jardozi and chicken  embroidery. We are planning to enhance their skills.

7. We have contacted a NGO ---NEED for assistance. We have already started a

tailoring center, and two of our teachers are trained by NEED staff to make bags,clothes, folders etc. Two boys from platform will start their training for products made from handmade paper. We are planning to rent a place where these activities take place.

The budget attached herewith is prepared to meet the needs of this developing work.
