Details of School curriculum:

The children of CHETANAA go to regular Govt. schools in Kurukshetra.  These school follow the syllabus of Haryana State Education Board Teachers of CHETANAA help the children in understanding the basics of different subjects taught in schools and take unit test every 
month.  Children are also taught the importance of sanitation, cleanliness, morality and good manners.  All the children undergo a regular medical check up.  Most of the children are anemic.  Some suffer from eye or ear or skin infection.  They are provided with medication from CHETANAA 'Health Care Project' sponsored by ASHA SEATTLE.  Three teachers are working in CHETANAA who teach different classes.  The details of the activities of CHETANAA are given in the annual report 2002-2003 (summary of report attached).

Please describe the long-term goals of the project.  Please mention any changes you may foresee:

CHETANAA wants that each child of CHETANAA receive the education at least up to lO+2 level.  CHETANAA also wishes to help them in getting some vocational training like computer education or other technical trainings at the proper institutes, so that these children can settle in life and earn their livelihood respectfully.  And thus they can provide better childhood to their children.  CHETANAA also aspires to help the outstanding children in going for higher education. 


How much longer is funding required:

Since CHETANAA is a lifetime project, it requires funding as long as ASHA is in a position to sponsor the project.  


Current expenditure details:

Rs. 3,94,490/-.  

This includes expenditure on teacher's salary, building construction, textbooks, school uniforms, sweaters, educational tours, and celebration of functions like Aug.15, Nov.14, Jan.26, Annual function and misc.

Description of current school facilities (building, equipment etc.):

At present, the building of CHETANAA consists of three small rooms, one big room, one verandah and one front yard with boundary wall & Iron Gate and a hand pump for clean drinking water.  To provide more rooms & space to children the adjacent plot of approximately 200 sq yards was purchased by CHETANAA & three rooms with proper ventilation have been constructed.  The construction work is still in progress and this portion will be ready for occupation from the next session starting from July 2003.  It will have a front yard where children can learn to plant flowers, grass, etc.  Bare necessities like black boards, durries, two dozen chairs and two small and one full size steel almirahs, approximately two hundred and fifty books and some facilities for indoor games are available.  Facilities for outdoor games like cricket and badminton have also been provided.  Educational books of children's interest for the library of CHETANAA are purchased from time to time.  

Describe the potential improvements required in Facilities:

We intend to have better qualified teachers and for this purpose we need to pay higher emoluments.  We also intend to furnish computer lab and more books and furniture for the library.

What are the perceived improvements seen for the last year:

All the children get textbooks, school uniform & sweaters through CHETANAA.  This year three girls who passes X/VIII classes were admitted to Industrial Training Institute which provides training of cutting & tailoring.  One boy who passed class X in first division last year got admission in this institute for getting two year training of electrician.  He is simultaneously studying XI & XII class.  


What are the problems you have faced last year?

Children are serious in studies up to VIII class after that the number of dropouts increases.  Their parents also prefer that they should start working.  Members of CHETANAA try their best to motivate them for further studies.  The hand pump we had in CHETANAA for providing drinking water developed some problems like giving dirty water.  Therefore its position was changed & a new bore was made.  It cost around Rs.  10,000/-.  
Presently children are studying in rooms, which are smaller in size & not airy.  This problem has been solved by the construction of three more rooms.  

Another problem is that our earlier teachers left CHETANAA as they got married and presently we have all the three new teachers and it takes some time to make them familiar with the working of CHETANAA.  

What do you think is the overall effectiveness of this project over the last year?

Children of CHETANAA show marked improvement in their personalities.  They have become more disciplined, regular and health conscious.  They actively participate in different functions organized by CHETANAA Academically they have been surpassing some of the better placed by providence.  Their parents look cheerful and help in CHETANAA activities.  Other children and their parents have been approaching CHETANAA for admission.  Three girls are getting vocational training in cutting & tailoring after passing X/VIII class.  One boy is getting vocational training of electrician after passing class X.   He passed with 68.5% and one girl passed her class XII with 54%.  She has been with CHETANAA since class I.

Anything you would like to say to us:

CHETANAA requests for continued support of ASHA & would be happy receive any suggestions for future progress.  CHETANAA would be anxious to receive members of ASHA as and when they visit INDIA.  The construction work in the new building of CHETANAA is still in progress.  We are thankful to ASHA Seattle for providing matching fund of $1000 last year for construction.  We hope to get some more funds from ASHA Seattle for finishing.  A formal project is being submitted.
