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 “DREAM ROJECT” is supporting several schools in the rural areas in the Thiruvarur district that is 420 km away from Chennai. Because of the distance we can not visit our project often but myself and my wife make it a point that we should visit there at least once in few months.

We left Chennai in the end of march 2007 and had reached Poovanur on the same day at about  3 o’clock evening. We visited the middle school and we had interaction with the school head mistress and the PTA members. (FYI my sister Dr.Jaya Shyaamalan had donated Rs 80000 -/ towards the purchase of the 1.5 acres of land for this school. This will help the school for getting upgraded in to high school. They gave us the official  receipt for that amount). Asha has appointed a part time lady crafts teacher for this school. Teachers and PTA members have requested us to provide school uniforms , note books for the very poor students, pens and some study materials etc. We spent nearly three hours in the school.

Rishiyur.

The next day morning at about 9’o clock we had reached Rishiyur middle school (old building).  To our surprise this time  good number of parents had come over to meet us.

We could see a little change in the attitude among the people. They had shown some interest in their children’s education and their well being. Some of the parents who are living far away from the school, complained about the bad roads, they worried about their kids who cannot access to the school especially in rainy seasons. It seems those students have to walk through the paddy fields to reach the school. We explained to them clearly that it is not our capacity to lay the roads. They request us that they would be happy if we can provide rain coats or umbrellas   for the students who are coming from particular village.We promised them we would provide 20 to 30 rain coats for the needy students. We spend nearly two hours with them, after that we started to see the another building(new)on the same school which has 6th ,7th and 8th classes.The students looks so happy when we entered the class room they shouted with joy and clapped their hands happily. Our frequent visits there for the past 3 to 4 years make them so  familiar with us. They all are moving so friendly without any fear or shyness. We interacted with them about their studies, about their families and what are the things they need from us. Every one want to supply uniforms dress.

Arichapuram:

After the lunch we proceed to the next school in our project in Arichapuram. Two Asha

teachers are in this school. One good improvement we see in that school is they had constructed front compound wall with the help of local panchayat. It provides safety and security to the young students. After spending some time there we left to our next school.

Karichangudi:

We reached Karichangudi and visited the primary school. One Asha teacher is working there. The school is surrounded by paddy fiels. The school head-mistress and the PTA members requested us to provide benches and desk for the students. They promised us that as soon as possible they would bring their share amount for buying the benches and desk. We had spend some time there and proceed for the night stay to end that day’s work.

Villakudi:

The next day we proceed to  our next school at Villakudi. We visited both primary school and high school. One asha teacher has been appointed for the high school on the request

by the PTA. There are five girls from Villakudi who are receiving scholarship from Asha for their higher studies. Two girls have joined teacher training, one student joined Engineering College, one girl has joined Bsc computer science and one girl joined diploma in nursing. For the primary school also Asha has provided one teacher. The same primary school has received the (Best school Award in Thiruvarur District).
