Monitring the drop out rates finding out the reasons and helping them.One of the reasons we found from our surveys is inspite of all the efforts drop out rates are increasing, one of the reason is rural people do not have guarantee of getting employment opportunity after the education.Genreally children do not want to help in the fields or in agriculture once they are educationa, neither they get any employment opportinity nor they work in the agriculture there is loss of incoem to the parents, this is the major reason for the drop out rate.Our future plan is to provide the vocational training after 8th Grade, in the areas of motor winding, tailoring, computer training, auto repairing.As we also have the micro credit Bank, after training Bank can give them capital assistance to start their smalll business.This way their education will have relevance with the income generation.NGO with the partnership of the Bank will proivde the full package of higher education, vocational training, capital assistance to start the venture.
