Dear Mr. Krishnaswamy,

The volunteers of Asha for Education, Arizona, USA (Asha AZ) chapter have approved your request for funding of Indian Rupees 3,00,000 (three lakhs) towards the manufacture of 1000 Universal Braille Kits (UBKs) as part of the National Initiative for the Blind’s efforts to mainstream the visually disabled children in India.  Asha AZ volunteers appreciate your organization’s past and ongoing efforts to help these children become an integral part of the society. 

Please note that Asha Arizona chapter has approved the funding specifically for the project mentioned above, and I request you to ensure that the money is spent for that exact purpose, namely, the manufacture of 1000 UBKs at a cost of Rupees 300 per kit, by the Worth Trust. We understand that the first set of 500 kits will be sent to schools and organizations in India in November 2004.

Further, as part of Asha AZ’s policy, the total amount will be disbursed in two installments. Accordingly, a check for US $3350
 towards the first installment for 500 UBKs (cost of Rupees 1,50,000)is being sent to you. The check is in favor of Relief Foundation, and as per the agreement between Relief Foundation and Vidya Vrikshah, we understand that the entire amount of $3350 will be  transferred to Vidya Vrikshah by the Relief Foundation. For your reference, I am also attaching the letter that is being sent to Relief Foundation along with the check.

Asha will organize a site visit by one or more of its volunteers around the December 2004-January 2005 timeframe.  Sometime around the completion of 4 months from the date of receipt of this check by you, please send me a detailed progress report, preferably by email.  Based on the site visit report by the Asha volunteer(s) and your report, a check for US $3350 towards the second installment will be disbursed to you in March 2005. Again, this amount shall be used for the manufacture of 500 more UBKs at the Worth Trust.
Sometime around the completion of 3 months from the date of the receipt of the second check by you, please mail or email me an updated progress report along with pictures. At the completion of the project i.e. September 2005, please provide a final project report with pictures. Asha will arrange for a final site visit towards the end of the project.

Asha Arizona chapter would like to receive your written acknowledgement for the receipt of the checks. The volunteers of Asha for Education wish all of you the very best and look forward to the continuation of your teams’ effort in creating hopes among the children in spreading the light of basic education.
