We, the people of Manipur in general and people of Bunglon and its neighbouring
villages and towns in particular are extremely overwhelmed to welcome His Excellency,
the President of India on your rare and auspicious visit at Bunglon village, a small hill
village in Manipur on this historic day of 16th October, 2006. While stretching our fullest
arms with warmth, love and reverence to welcome you. I, on behalf of SACSAS Academy
(SAVE CHILDREN SAVE SOCIETY ACAMEDY), Manipur beg to submit the following
representation in the light of the above- mentioned subject for favour of kind consideration
and sympathetic action.

1. That, thousands and thousands of village children settled in the remote and deep
interiors of Manipur are deprived of the right to education over many centuries and
despite the best efforts by the Government over the years after independence they
can not still outreach these peoples, though India is poised to be vibrant Nation in
the world by 2025 children in these areas can not and would not participate in the
building India into a strong ,united and integrated nationhood, as such SACSAS
Academy, Manipur, a voluntary organisation registered under Indian Trust Act,
1882 (Registration Act, 1908) having the broader objective in view of ensuring
education to every child in remote and deep interior zero literacy zones in Manipur
as a part of logistic support, had identified eight, units out of which 2 projects had
already been taken up with particulars given below.

2. That, model of establishing a SACSAS Academy was of entirely voluntary and
SACSAS Academy motivated every villager for a wooden pillar and bar etc. and
one hour a day free labour towards construction of a unit and kept the academy
under a local Guardians Committee with support from SACSAS Academy. And
SACSAS Academy being a zero overhead organisation utilized 100% of the
donations towards the target and as such, could provide the children with text
books, uniforms and pretty low remuneration to the teachers. In the process the 2
(two) units came up in 4 years and parents have seen their children and school
together for the first time in their life.

3. That, SACSAS Academy is extremely pleased to see that their vision becomes a
reality in spite of acute financial constraint and is still bent upon taking up other 6

4. That, estimated cost/expenditure incurred in the school overhead of the established
units viz remuneration of teachers, school maintenance, text books, student
uniforms, library, sports materials etc. is approximated at Rs. 1.25 lacs year per
unit and budgetary requirement for the building of actively considered units at 6
(six) villages as mentioned in para 3 (Three) is 100% voluntary based on
contributions from the villagers and SACSAS Academy members. School overhead
expenditure in the tune of Rs. 1.25 lac a year per unit is the major constraint for
SACSAS Academy to proceed.

5. That, SACSAS Academy, Manipur besides ensuring right to education to children
below 8 years of aged in the remote downtrodden and underprivileged sections of
the society keeps a mission in vision to install at least a computer to each unit with
larger objective of providing a cluster of computer networking system in the units
established by SACSAS Academy so that exchange of programmes can be done
overcoming the constraints of distance and terrains and get themselves exposed to
the fast changing scenarios of the global society. It would ultimately motivate the
guardians to send their children out of their villages in pursuit of education in
higher classes after 8 years of age.
