To get the essentials in order and to construct toilets, to draw water from metro line and to rectify dilapidated walls, and to get the required items, a minimum sum of about Rs70000/.would be required.
	Even though corporation of Madras has 150+ divisions  in the city, The ICDS functioning under the lines of Anganwadis at the instance of central Govt. of India, the operation as such is executed by the state government, and assisted by the provision of buildings and the likes by the 

Municipal corporations.

THE ICDS department functioning under the aegis of Social Welfare department has about 12 zones, in madras, and under their control there are about 1300+ balwadis. The zone 11 caters to the area from triplicane end to besant nagar on the sea stretch, and the areas immediately adjacent on the eastern section .
