MIT Fab Lab Training :

Dr.Neil Greshenfield from MIT, USA visited India last month. He organised two days training program on FAB LAB at IIT, Kanpur on 17th and 18th Dec. Makarand and Sachin attended the program. They got training on using fab lab machinery. Dr.Neil promised full fledge FAB LAB for Pabal. If travel support will be made available, he suggested sending Makarand for  training at MIT. 

· Kisan Exhibition :

· Biggest agricultural fair “Kisan was held in Pune from 15th – 19th Dec. We participated along with IIT, Pawai. AQUA, Bhav puchiye, Hardware browser, Poly sensors and other applications were displayed and created lot of interest among visitors. Sakal and Indian Express published write up on our activities.

· We also conducted a panel discussion on kisan manch. Dr.Kadarbhai (KVK), Mr.Deshmukh (Dy.Director, Agriculture Dept), Mr.Yogesh Kulkarni (VA) and Shantanu Inamdar (MLA-VA) participated in the discussion.

· We sold 147 multimedia CDs at special discounted price.

· DBRT students and all staff visited Kisan on 19th Dec. They spend half day in kisan and visited Alandi while returning. 

· All our kiosks operated visited kisan. Some of them stayed on our stall and interacted with visitors. 

Proposal on nomadic education :

Media Lab Asia sanctioned proposal on “Life skills training for the children of Denotified nonadic tribes in Maharashtra using ICT”. We are doing this project in collaboration with IIT, Pawai. Three youth from Medhangi jogi, Paradhi and Masanjogi community had undergone training at Pabal from 1st Dec – 12th Dec. These instructors will move with the nomadic unit and train the students in life skills. Many people argue against non-formal education as a sub standard parallel education system. We are trying to use ICT to provide quality instruction and to retain the children in school. 

Visit to Nomadic Pal :

Yogesh and Dr.Anatha krishanan visited nomadic units (PAL) in Ambernath-Medhagi Jogi i.e Nandi bail wale ( 27th Dec) , Magarsangavi - Paradhi (30th Dec), Umarga – Masan Jogi(3oth Dec) and Yamagarwadi- boarding school( 31st Dec). 

We conducted a demo lesson on Ambernath Pal. We are documenting all the experiences. On 31st, we held a meeting with teachers of the boarding school and prepared a road map for implementation of the project. 

Earthquake rehabilitation work survey

In 1992, Vigyan Ashram constructed 117 geodesic dome in earthquake affected village Gubal. ADRA funded the project. They wanted to conduct survey of all geodesic domes. We took the help of 14-college students from Ambejogai and conducted house to house survey on 29th Dec. Main finding of the survey are : 1) People opted for dome due to safety reason 2) They got settled into domes and happy 3) With number of people in the family increasing , they do not find place for extension or constructing top floor as in conventional houses. 3) Ventilation arrangement is needed for chulha kitchen 4) Partition walls are not sufficient to keep privacy etc. 

Dr.Horst Rolly is making detailed statistical report on the survey. Some of the problem came out in a research can be given as project to DBRT students. 

Order for supplying 48 domes :

We received order for 48 dome kit from Shri.Arun Deshpande of Prayog Parivar. They are constructing a water bank of size 100mtr * 100 mtr in village Ankoli. These domes will be used around the tank for residential purpose.
