It was decided to start monthly balclub activity in Kendur village. Mrs Janaki Desai donated Rs.500/- for purchase of materials for this camp.

We replaced our old electric pump on 4th Nov. This pump gave service for more than 15 years and now started giving maintenance problem. We installed 3 Hp Laxmi make submersible pump. Mr.Akshay Gulhati donated cost of the pump. 

We also brought back our tank ( 2000 lit) installed on Mr.Panasare’s farm. We are installing it for kitchen water supply.
