	Rapport building 
	ABHAS has formed a good rapport in the community which is reflected by increasing number of community people’s interaction and number of girl’s enrollment in the programme. Community mobilization played a crucial role in spreading the information about the NIOS bridge course programme. Focus of the project was mainly the dropout of girls of the deprived section who lack access to education due to poor socio-economic condition.

Mobilizations through announcement, distribution of hand outs, and tried to convinced the people

	
	Enrollment of dropouts Girls
	The project is helping to bring the drop out girls in the mainstream, never enrolled girls to complete basic education, support and motivate girls to complete higher levels of education and empower them to access livelihood opportunities.

Currently we have enrolled 57 students in our NIOS class. We have 18 girls in class III, 11 girls in class Vth, 15 girls in class VIIIth, and 12 girls in class Xth and 03 girls in class XIIth. 


	

	
	
	These girls attend their classes regularly for three hours in a day and moving towards gaining strong commands on their subjects. 85% of Student come regularly & participate actively in the class. 
	In order to improve the efficiency of the education program curriculum & student tracking record has been duly developed for the children of all the classes & time to time individual counseling of girls is being done and home visit.

	Beauty culture:  


	TEACH Project basically focused to develop the capacity, skill and self independent of them.  During the month of September 40 students of Beauty Culture appeared in the practical exam which was conducted by J.S.S. PRAYAS. More than 25 girls have obtained “ A’ Grade in their final exams and they earning Rs. 2000 to 5000 per month
 Exams in all the four batches which consist of girls from advance and basic course were conducted regularly. Currently we have 41 girls in beauty culture and Exams of them will be held in March-2009

	

	
	Dress designing and stitching
	In this 39 girls are enrolled. During the month of January all 39 students of tailoring appeared in the practical exam which was conducted by J.S.S. PRAYAS in which 22 students have been passed. In all the four batches which consist of girls from advance and basic course were conducted regularly. Currently we have 28 girls in tailoring and admission is going on.
Most of girls have obtained “ A’ Grade in their final exams and they are earning Rs.2500 to 5000,per month

	

	
	Computer Education 
	Currently we have 42 (37girls and 05 boys) children in our computer learning program. The entire students were divided in four batches. The concept of computer, note pad, word pad, paint, calculator, Typing and MS Office package were taught to them. 

Other than this educational software such as Azim Premji CD pack & Kid pix were also shown to the students of different batches.

	 Progress during last quarter:

·  Registered 453 students in all up till now 
· Enrolled of 115 students.
· Admission process and registration is going on.
· 6 youth got selected for job without internship (Joined from Jan) and 10 students are doing internship in various automobile show rooms and will be placed after 15 days where they will earn in range of Rs. 6000/- to 9000/- depending on their qualification

· Health problem
· Insecurity of girls students
· Terms & Condition of NIIT inclusive of signing of agreement

· Some of the students are unable to attend as they have to give their exams
