Reward Trust: Teacher Training workshop Oct 2005

The first refresher program took place on 10/12/05 at Vengampakkam High School. Eighteen out of nineteen teachers appointed under REWARD-ASHA collaboration attended the course. Apart from this a couple of regular teachers from the neighbourig schools also attended. 

        The course started at 9.30 AM and went on till 4.30 PM. 

        The school principal Ms K. Kalaiselvi, who has over 20 years of teaching experience in village schools, gave very useful and functional tips to ensure that students score high marks in the public exam. She also suggested ways to overcome frustration that naturally comes when teaching academically challenged students which would constitute the majority in the village schools. 

        Prof. Dr. Sengadir of SSN Engineering College, took the morning session covering foundational aspects in number system, geometrical way of enabling students to understand LCM and HCF,  the common slips that students make when dealing with signs that indicate negativity and that indicate subtraction.  This was followed by on the spot half an hour written test. He promised to evaluate them and develop on the subject in the next course. 

        Ms B. Anandi, who has a rich experience in handling schools run by voluntary bodies in Kalpakkam, covered aspects in Teaching methodologies. The use of innovatively designed games and flash cards to keep children's attention focused,  their curiosity aroused and increase their learning spread and span was the key highlight of her talk. There was a demo in which the teachers paticipated. 

        Both the courses were followed by intensive questions from the teachers based on their on the ground experience, situation and specificities.
