A Nature-Human centric Education Centre : The center was started in Sept.-Oct. 2003 in the Ravidas Gurudwara. There are 3 dalit settlements near the Gurudwara. The children of the dalit needed a center for their proper education. Gurudayal Singh Sheetal started gethering them after their regular govt. school hours at this Gurudwara. First it was 3 teachers – Sapna, Simarjeet and Seema, now there are two more, Mamta and Rajni. There are about 200 children who gather after their school at about 3 pm. Children of Classes I to VIII attend this center. The teachers have been working totally voluntarily so far not being paid any honorarium. The Gurudwara Committee has allowed its premises to be used, it has given some furnitures for the teachers and got blackboards made on the walls. 

When Sandeep visited this center on 17.12.2003 a gentleman gave some notebooks in donation which were distributed among the children. In severe winter shoes and jackets too were distributed. 

The poor people and children have started looking at the center as their own. However, if the center has to run beyond this stage some funds would have to be arranged. The teachers would like the center to continue. They are also interested in starting their own school, formally admitting children to Class I from the next academic session. 

Asha is requested to provide support to this initiative.
