Asha UIUC has supported Shristi’s programmes with the Mentally Challenged in areas that deeply impact the community that Shristi works with. 

RAW MATERIALS FOR VOCATIONAL TRAINING UNIT: Rs. 60,000/-

Timely support from Asha UIUC enabled purchase of raw materials required for vocational training and production of various products manufactured by the adults in the Sheltered Workshop.

Raw materials  for Jute bags, wax,  phenyl and soap oil, accessories, paper and products  was purchased.  With ASHA support for raw materials we were able make beautiful  jute products,  candles and diyas  which helped us have very good  Diwali sales in Corporate offices and apartments too.  We will be having a Sale for Christmas. This also kept the children busy all the time as we had sufficient raw materials. 

TRANSPORTATION: Rs.40,000/-By your support Shristi was able meet the cost of diesel (Fuel) for one of the buses for 2 months.This ensured optimum usage of available means of transport to pick and drop the children,awareness programs in rural areas, for sale of products made at the Sheltered Workshop in various Corporates and Exhibitions,and also for picnics. 

RESOURCE MATERIALS Rs.60,000/-
With the support of ASHA in purchase of Resource materials, improvement has been observed in all children with the individual training in all units with the help of Teaching aids, flow charts, craft, social skills for teaching language and communication.  

The support of Resource materials helps the teachers to impart effective training, which helps in better performance of these children. The training includes language skills, cognitive skills, socio emotional and physical motor.
The children are at the Academy from 8.30a.m. to 3.30 p.m.  They have a structured programme aimed at building language skills, cognitive skills, socio emotional and physical motor skills and life skill training.    

Monitoring and Evaluation

· Improvement in the children has be assessed quantitatively through Normative Scales used for normal Indian children i.e. Portage and ACPC-DD(Activity Checklist for Preschool children with Developmental Delays)  for assessment in areas like writing and reading skills, social skills such as peer group adjustment, general attitude etc.

· NIMH – Functional Assessment Checklist from pre-schoolers to Vocational Training/Adult Independent Living.

· Qualitative Assessment has been done through parents meetings.

We will be enclosing the Audited Accounts and Annual report of the last year2004-05, along with photographs and documentation of the programs.
